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A friend shared this story recently.
His dad was dying and he went
home to be with him and to help with
all the arrangements afterward. His
dad divorced his mom when my
friend was a teenager and married
three other women over the years.

His mom felt that she should not
date or remarry and so, although
she never talked of God restoring
the marriage, she was faithful to her
covenant.

My friend’s dad was sick for over a year with a brain tumor and was
in pretty bad shape for six months or so - unconscious most of the
time and unable to walk or talk when awake. When my friend arrived,
his mom had not been visiting his dad since his wife of four years
was there with him. Surprisingly, the current wife asked his mom to
come and pray with all of them.

When they arrived and began to pray, something wonderful hap-
pened. His dad woke up for the first time in months and began look-
ing intently at him and his mom. As they continued to pray and
praise the Lord, God began to give my friend’s mom the interpreta-
tion of what his dad wanted to tell him, but couldn’t talk. As she
shared the words with their son, his dad began to cry. It was like the
passing of the mantle of authority in the family.

Then my friend saw something amazing. His
dad turned to his mom and there was a tangible
anointing on the two of them. My friend said that
for the first time he realized the depth of cove-
nant. No matter what had happened, the cove-
nant bond was still there between them. The
non-covenant wife saw it and she no longer
wanted to be by his side and moved to the other
side of the room. She always stayed at a dis-
tance from the bed from then on.

My friend’s mom remained with his dad and
prayed with him until he died. She too was as-
tounded at what God was doing since she
thought she had given him up long ago. From
that point on, it became apparent that God had
reunited them.

When he died, everyone from the funeral home
treated the covenant wife as the widow. She
kept saying no, that the current wife was the
widow. But not even the non-covenant seemed
to feel that way about it. They even gave the
flowers at the graveside to my friend’s mom.

His dad’s death brought two things: a deep
grieving for his mom and a new sense of free-
dom for the current wife. It was so obvious to all
which one was the covenant wife.

My friend and his wife have taught on covenant
for many years but they both said this is the first
time they had been able to see the tangible
anointing that rests on marriage covenant, even
when one partner has left the marriage and re-
married a number of times.

14 years ago the perfect storm struck our marriage. When
all was right with this ministry and my life, disaster struck. |
failed God and my family. | brought the stress of success
home and took it out on my wife. She almost died waiting
for doctors, ministers and me to understand her true con-
dition.

Finally, she took our 4-year-old son and ran for her life.
The devil deluded us with false images of each other.
People got between us and destroyed our communication.
They told me she abandoned her marriage

and her faith. They told me she was de-

ceived and that | needed to take a hard line

with her. | will regret that advice for the rest

of my life! It was as if an axe fell and per-

manently divided us.

My hard line opened her up to a false

prophet. He used my actions to reinforce

her fear of coming back to me. He slowly

He used de-
monic power to read her mind and make accurate predic-
tions about her future.

Finally, he had her convinced that returning to me would
mean certain death. The years passed. Because of this
false prophet the courts awarded me primary custody of
my son.

More years pass and the person | married leaves me for a
singer.

I only knew when | would see my
marriage restored, | could hang on.
If only I could know how God was
going to save my teenage son from
drugs, | could believe. If 1 under-
stood why my husband lost his job, |
could have faith in God's provisions.

We as humans have a natural need
to know when, why and how. These
guestions though bring the nature of
God into question, whereby we as-
sume we have the right to know why, when and how
God does or allows things to happen. We falsely be-
lieve if God really cared about us He would explain
His actions to us. We fail to realize that by asking
God to explain to us when He is going to do some-
thing, why it happened in the first place and how He
intends to remedy the situation we place God on the

God." (He is withholding something good from you
because He is not really on your side and He does
not really have your best interest in mind. He is
cheating you from what is rightfully yours. His motive
is selfish.)

God is not the spirit presented by Satan. The answer
to the question, “What is God like?” is the antithesis
of Satan’s portrayal. What is God like? He is infinitely
good. The sun is bright but it is not infinitely bright
because there is light outside of the sun. A planet
might be massive, but it is not infinitely massive be-
cause there is mass outside of the planet. God is in-
finitely good because there is no goodness outside
of God.

“Every good thing given and every perfect gift is from

above, coming down from the Father of lights, with

whom there is no variation or shifting shadow." Jas
1:17

level of an employee or servant. Can
God really be God if He answers to
us humans? Is our need to know
overriding His deity? Have we not
become like Satan in our pride when
we subjugate God to our will and our
wants?

We as humans have a
natural need to know
when, why and how.

God is not only infinitely good He is
perfectly good. God never is indiffer-
ent in His goodness. He is always
consistent and complete in the dis-
play of His goodness toward man-
kind.

When man was tempted by the devil, the temptation
called into question the goodness of God. The fall of
man is recorded in Genesis 3:1-6 which reads:

“Now the serpent was craftier than any beast of the
field which the LORD God had made. And he said to
the woman, "Indeed, has God said, "You shall not eat
from any tree of the garden'?" The woman said to the
serpent, “From the fruit of the trees of the garden we
may eat; but from the fruit of the tree which is in the
middle of the garden, God has said, 'You shall not
eat from it or touch it, or you will die." The serpent
said to the woman, "You surely will not die! "For God
knows that in the day you eat from it your eyes will
be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good
and evil." When the woman saw that the tree was
good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes,
and that the tree was desirable to make one wise,
she took from its fruit and ate; and she gave also to
her husband with her, and he ate.”

The devil called God a liar and attacked the good-
ness of His character. "You surely will not die!” (God
is a liar!) "For God knows that in the day you eat
from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like

" If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts
to your children, how much more will your Father
who is in heaven give what is good to those who ask
Him!" (Mt 7:11) If fallen man can be good how much
more is the perfect God good?

Because God is infinitely and perfectly good, the
guestions that haunt my soul and call into question
God’s character become moot. God’'s goodness is
what gives me the trust that He is working for my
good and on my behalf. Romans 8:28 states, “And
we know that God causes all things to work together
for good to those who love God, to those who are
called according to His purpose.” By trusting in the
goodness of God faith can arise in any situation. The
covenant keeper can have patience and confidence
that what God has promised He will perform. Abra-
ham was given a promise and yet that promise took
25 years to come to pass. David was anointed king
over Israel and it took 15 years for the kingdom to be
his. Many people believe if one has faith, the answer
to one’s petitions will come faster. That simply is not
the case. Faith does not speed up God’s plan and its
timing. It just brings it to pass.
