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We often hear from people who say they 
want their marriages healed because their 
spouse is their soul mate. Internet sites and 
even television advertisements are filled 
with pictures and testimonies of couples 
who are madly in love. Their promise is that 
you too can find your very own soul mate 
and be blissfully happy.  

What exactly is a soul mate? According to 
Webster’s Collegiate Dictionary soul mate 
means a person temperamentally suited to 

another. And what is temperament? Again, according to Webster’s 
dictionary, temperament means:  characteristic or habitual inclination 
or mode of emotional response. 

So, a soul mate should be temperamentally suited to one’s mode of 
emotional response. However, is this enough to keep a marriage to-
gether, “until death do us part”? 

Simply put, a person’s temperament is what makes him outgoing 
and extroverted or shy and introverted. Of course we know that tem-
perament is not the only influence upon our behavior. The way we 
were raised, education, and whether we are male or female also 
contribute to our behavior.  

Have you ever heard the saying that opposites attract? Well, it’s true. 
The people to whom we are attracted and who impress us the most 
are those who are strong in areas where we are weak. All tempera-
ments have both strengths and weaknesses. 

God created introverts and extroverts and knew we would be at-
tracted to each other. Proverbs 27:17 says, “As iron sharpens iron
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so one person sharpens another.” Two different 
personalities rub against each other and naturally it 
is painful to be sharpened. Because we become 
one flesh when we get married, God intends this 
sharpening to first of all mold and shape us into the 
person He desires us to be, and then as a couple 
we can fulfill our destiny.  

Let’s go to scripture to see what our soul is and 
what it does. According to 1 Thess 5:23 we are 
three-part beings:  spirit, soul and body: “May the 
God of peace himself make you entirely pure 
and devoted to God; and may your spirit and 
soul and body be kept strong and blameless un-
til that day when our Lord Jesus Christ comes 
back again. God, who called you to become his 
child, will do all this for you, just as he prom-
ised.”  TLB 

We are a spirit, we live in a body and we have a 
soul, which is our mind, will and emotions. When we 
receive Jesus as our Lord and Savior and invite Him 
into our hearts, it is our spirit that is recreated or 
born again. However, in order for our attitudes and 
emotions to change and for our wills to submit to 
God’s will, our minds must be renewed by the Word 
of God.  

I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mer-
cies of God, that you present your bodies a liv-
ing sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is 
your reasonable service. And do not be con-
formed to this world, but be transformed by the 
renewing of your mind, that you may prove what 
is that good and acceptable and perfect will of 
God.  Rom 12:1-2  NKJV 

According to Mike and Marilyn Phillipps of University 
of the Family, Jesus is the Shepherd of our souls. 1 
Peter 2:25 says, “For you were like sheep going 
astray, but now you have returned to the Shep-
herd and Overseer of your souls.” They continue 
by saying, “Souls left alone are like sheep. They 
wander and get into trouble.  If anyone would have 
known that souls need shepherding, it would have 
been impetuous Peter. Until he truly submitted to 
the Lordship of Jesus, his mind, will and emotions 
led his every decision. Is it any wonder then that 
without shepherding our souls might not make the 
best decisions either?” 

According to scripture marriage is a covenant rela-
tionship – a binding agreement between a man and 
a woman to remain faithful to each other, regardless 
of circumstances. When we repeat our wedding 
vows, God is a witness.  

“...Because the LORD was witness to the cove-
nant between you and the wife of your youth, to 
whom you have been faithless, though she is 
your companion and your wife by covenant.”  
Malachi 2:13-14 , 

When we say the words, “for better or worse, for 
richer or poorer, in sickness and in health, . . . until 
death do us part,” we are saying, “It’s you and me, 
Babe, and I will be faithful until one of us dies.” 

Marriage based upon soulish emotions, without 
covenant commitment, will not endure the struggles 
and challenges most marriages face. If you base 
your faithfulness upon your partner’s ability to make 
you happy and fulfilled, disappointment and unhap-
piness are natural results. The decision to love is 
possible once we become committed and realize 
that divorce is not an option. 

I quote Mike and Marilyn again in closing. “Covenant 
faithfulness overrides soulish fulfillment very day of 
the week. Both you and your spouse need to submit 
your mind, will and emotions to Jesus, the Shepherd 
of your souls. When we set our hearts on the Lord 
and desire to obey His word, He changes hearts 
and circumstances. He gives us the desires of our 
hearts and true fulfillment in Him. It is covenant 
commitment and faithfulness, not soulish compatibil-
ity, that will see a marriage through!” 
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As we enter a new year we want to say “Thank 
You” for your prayers and support this past 
year. Your caring and sharing are what make 
our work possible. Your prayers and gifts have 
touched lives and marriages all around the 
world!

hen I was in Australia 
in October I heard a 
covenant keeper talk 

about a walk he took in the 
Outback. He walked for weeks 
and for him it was a very spiri-
tual adventure.  

He told of how every now and 
again he would come across a 
poisonous snake that would 
be blocking his route. He could 
not walk around the snake, for 
to get off the path was to invite 
numerous opportunities to get 
bitten by any number of mys-
tery creatures. He had been 
instructed to never leave the 
path by the Park Rangers of 
the Outback. So he meets his 
first snake sunning on the path 
and waited. He waited and 
waited and waited. Mr. Snake 
wasn’t going anywhere.  

As the covenant keeper pon-
dered his situation he was re-
minded that God created man 
and gave him dominion over 
the creatures of the earth. 
With this reminder freshly im-
planted in his heart, he spoke 
to the snake and commanded 
it to move off the path and let 
him pass without harm. Imme-
diately the snake slithered off 
the path and disappeared into 
the bush. With confidence he 
proceeded down the path. 

A few days later there was an-
other snake. After a moment 
of prayer, the command was 
spoken and the snake cleared 
the path. The covenant keeper 
gloried in the grace of the Fa-

He 
paused for a moment wishing 
he had found a larger stick, 
but then continued in his 
committed plan to extradite the 
snake.  

He held his breath as the stick 
drew closer to the snake.

In 
a smooth and accurate 
movement the stick covered 
the remaining six inches to the 
midriff of the snake and lifted it 
up. No movement. The snake 
had been dead for days!

They had a nice 
conversation. He asked where she was 
living, about her job, and even asked 
about their cat! 

Illinois: “I so enjoyed my tapes from the 
conference, especially Craig Hill’s teach-
ing on the Holy and Common and also 
Pastor Savage’s testimony. I encourage 
everyone to get the tapes. We go 
through the fire but Jesus goes with us 
and we come out purified!”

New Jersey: CK renewed contact with 
sister-in-law at a family wedding, who 
shared with her that things are not “all 
fuzzy and warm” in the non-covenant 
relationship her husband is in.  

Oklahoma: CK, who has restored mar-
riage, visited group and shared how God 
continues to heal his marriage.

Once he could hear 
God, his marriage was restored.

Washington: A superintendent at a 
Christian School asked to stay on Cove-
nant Keepers mailing list because she 
shares our information with parents who 
are experiencing hardship in marriage. 

CK’s husband offered to buy a supply of 
pellets for her wood stove. 

CK’s husband spent the day at the family 
home watching movies with the kids and 
stayed for dinner.  
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power and grace of God to move these mountains and deposit 
them in the sea (Matthew 21:21, Mark 11:23).  

We must muster the faith and courage to press on, trusting that 
the God who has begun a good work in us will bring us to the ap-
pointed destination of our faith–walk. God has a plan and that 
plan is for us to pass through the wilderness into the promised 
land. That journey is for our good, not for our harm.  
The wilderness of the soul exposes the foundational bedrock 
where God can build the pillars of our faith. We must learn to 
embrace the lonely journey of the soul and deal with all the 
snakes that desire to halt or hinder our progress. 
Isaiah 58:10b -12 (NASU) states the following: 

Then your light will rise in darkness, And your gloom will become 
like midday. And the LORD will continually guide you, And satisfy 
your desire in scorched places, And give strength to your bones; 
And you will be like a watered garden, And like a spring of water 
whose waters do not fail. Those from among you will rebuild the 
ancient ruins; You will raise up the age-old foundations; And you 
will be called the repairer of the breach, The restorer of the 
streets in which to dwell. 

The end result of one who passes through the wilderness of the 
soul is the presence of God’s hand in your hand to bless, comfort 

and encourage. The end re-
sult is the rebuilding of that 
which the world system has 
destroyed. The repairs of the 
breach that have caused de-
struction and devastation in 
your marriage will be healed 
and you will be called the “re-
pairer of the breach.” Press on 
in the journey. Continue to 
deal with the snakes you en-
counter in faith and dominion. 
When they do not move, it is 
because God has already 
killed them. The victory is won 
in advance.  
Press on Saints and walk in 
faith, knowing He is with you 
all the way. You will reach the 
Promised Land and you will 
finish the course set before 
you. Walk about and enjoy the 
journey.
