You find yourself reading this article because there has been devas-
tation wrought in your marriage. The words spoken and the rejection
felt are real. Your life of dreams and hopes has been brought into
guestion. The children are affected; the family and friends are di-
vided. The finances are now challenged and your life has changed.
Why has this happened? First and Second Peter were written for the
suffering, persecuted church. In it we will find the Living Hope that
causes us to be more than a conqueror even while suffering. We
read:

" In this you greatly rejoice (In your salvation), even though now for a
little while, if necessary, you have been distressed by various trials,
so that the proof of your faith, being more precious than gold which
is perishable, even though tested by fire, may be found to result in
praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ; There-
fore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your hope
completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of Je-
sus Christ." 1 Peter 1:6,7,13

miscarriage. Our hearts were
broken and our souls were in
despair. In a single moment
we hit the floor, holding each
other, crying out to God, and
began to worship Him as our
King and Savior.

“It's all too hard!” — “It's too hard to believe that my husband or wife could ever change.” - “It's
too hard to face living alone.” — “It's too hard to bring up children on my own.” — “It's too hard

“Covenant Keeper teaching is just too hard, too narrow, too graceless, too legalistic.” - “Lord, |
know you said, “The gate is narrow and the way is hard, that leads to life, and those who find it are few.” but
didn’t you also say, “My yoke is easy and my burden is light"? | can see easier and lighter ways to go than

this.”

don’'t be deceived, for we are members
of the kingdom of heaven, where things
are rarely what they seem.
Covenant keepers all around the world have
discovered that unconditional faithfulness to
their marriage vows is, in fact, the “easy” way
for them, despite the difficulties.

The words “easy” and “hard” in Matt 7:13-14
and 11:30 probably do not convey Jesus’ mean-
ing accurately to our modern ears. Here are
some other translations:

I Iave you had thoughts like these? Well,

“Enter through the narrow gate, for the gate is
wide and the way is broad (rather than easy)
that leads to destruction, and there are many
who enter through it. For the gate is small and
the way is narrow (rather than hard) that leads
to life, and there are few who find it.” NASB

“For my yoke is wholesome (useful, good, com-
fortable, gracious, and pleasant) and my burden
is light and easy to be borne.” (AMP)

The broad way, which seems easy, turns out to
be hard. Proverbs 13:15 says, “The way of the
unfaithful is hard.” The narrow way of Jesus,
which seems hard, turns out to be comfortable,
gracious and pleasant. The way (our external
circumstances) may be hard, but the burden
(our internal state) will be easy. Hard on the
outside, easy on the inside. This is His promise.

Don’t be fooled. Living the way you were cre-
ated to be, living out your calling, is always the
most satisfying. Many people find that a certain
activity or vocation (e.g. singing, ballet, swim-
ming, teaching) seems to suit their makeup per-
fectly. The long hours of training and practice to

attain mastery may be hard work, but are not
burdensome. The way can be a joy, because
they feel they were born for it.

Standing for our marriages is not burdensome
because we are in fact doing what we are struc-
tured to do in the depths of our being — reflect-
ing the nature of our Heavenly Father.

“God created man in his own image, in the im-
age of God he created him; male and female he
created them.” Genesis 1:27

One of the most significant aspects of our being
in God’s image is our sexuality, and all that
flows from that — marriage, family and commu-
nity. Why did God choose this way of revealing
his nature and purposes? Essentially it is be-
cause of the covenant relationships between
the Persons of the Trinity, and the covenant re-
lationship between Christ and His Bride (us, the
Church). God’s intention is to “marry” us!

Hear these profound words of Jonathan Ed-
wards: “The end (purpose) of the creation of
God was to provide a spouse for his Son Jesus
Christ, that might enjoy him and on whom he
might pour forth his love...There was, as it
were, an eternal society or family in the God-
head, in the Trinity of persons. It seems to be
God'’s design to admit the church into the divine
family as his Son’s wife.”

That's why we marry. Our marriages are de-
signed to express God’'s covenant love and
faithfulness. So when we choose to live out our
marriage covenants in the same way that our
Father does His, we are choosing what we were
born for.

The very heart of Jesus is to give Himself in sacrifi-
cial covenant love for His Bride. So that is the way
the Father delights to see His image reflected in our
lives. He promises to freely give the Holy Spirit to
enable us to live out this calling. God delights to see
Himself reflected in the lives of His people.

Don't say, “But I'm only human! | can’t!” Rather, say,
“I am a redeemed human and through Christ | can.
Because this is the way of Christ, it is the way of
Life!”

A few years ago, a number of South Australian CKs
put together a small book of experiences and reflec-
tions titled Called to Faithfulness (available through
Covenant Keepers Int'l). These two quotes show
that they have discovered that Christ’s yoke is, in
fact, “easy”, and that His burden is light.

“In considering what path to take, | always came
back to the firm conviction (based on my experi-
ence) that only in God's perfect will would | find
peace and joy — regardless of the cost. Anything
less was unthinkable.
