Last October, our South Florida
community was hard hit by hur-
ricanes. Even now, blue roof
tarps, missing signs, and other
evidence of storm damage is
visible everywhere. The two
story building next to our minis-
try office has had nothing done
to its roof since the day the hur-
ricane struck, and tiles came
crashing to the street below.

Officials are urging residents to
quickly complete repairs, so
they will be ready for this year's
hurricane season, now only
weeks away. The experts are
predicting hurricane season
2006 to again be an active one.

In the mid-1980's, storm season
came to our marriage. For
years, we had ignored the
warning signs of approaching
disaster coming to our family.
We scoffed at suggestions to
storm-proof  our  marriage.
Eventually, a storm called di-
vorce totally destroyed our fam-
ily.

Charlyne faced the decision
that every victim of a hurricane,
or of a marriage storm, must

make; To rebuild or not. The popular advice all
around her seemed to be for her to find a new
home, and soon take a new last name, and to
have our three children eventually calling
another man "Daddy."

Thankfully, Charlyne listened to God, and not
to people, and took a stand with her Lord
Jesus for our family to be healed and restored
His way. God began to work in Bob’s life. Even
though he was divorced, and planning to marry
someone else, Bob’s, "I'm never coming
home," slowly became, "If | ever came home."
The Lord was working on the hardened heart
of one more prodigal, in response to a faithful
wife’s prayers.

It has taken us nineteen books to tell all of the Steinkamp story, but the
bottom line is that we went from becoming a statistic of divorce to being a
statistic of marriage restoration, as God healed our marriage nineteen years
ago. Charlyne allowed the Lord to turn her hurt into hop e, her fear into
faith, and her anger into forgiveness.

We are ready for hurricane season, 2006. The roof of our home has been
better protected. There is a new generator so we can continue functioning
during endless days without electricity. One step at a time, we have storm
proofed our home and office against the storms that we anticipate in years
ahead.

Charlyne has often said that the faith lessons she learned in standing are
the lessons that have helped us to have victory over every obstacle the En-
emy has tossed in our way, from a son’s bout with cancer, to our personal
health problems. Above all else, she learned that God answers prayer.

Preparing our restored marriage for the storms that come to every family is
much like preparing our home. There are no storms on the horizon right
now, but we know they do come to every family. The only way to storm-
proof a marriage is by having it built on the solid rock of Jesus Christ.

"Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into
practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. The rain came
down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house;
yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. But everyone
who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a
foolish man who built his house on sand. The rain came down, the streams
rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a
great crash." Matthew 7:24-27
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The first key for praying for your
wayward spouse is found in the
Gospel of John. It reads:

"Therefore the Jews were
grumbling about Him, because
He said, 'l am the bread that
came down out of heaven.' They
were saying, 'lIs not this Jesus,
the son of Joseph, whose father
and mother we know? How does
He now say, "I have come down
out of heaven?" Jesus answered
and said to them, 'Do not grumble
among yourselves. No one can
come to Me unless the Father
who sent Me draws him; and | will
raise him up on the last day.”
John 6:41-45

Verse 44 teaches a valuable
principle for the stander. Namely,
that it is the Father who draws
people to Himself. The sooner we
as covenant keepers understand
that it is the Lord's job to bring
our spouses home the sooner we
will be on the road of restoration.
No one can come to Jesus unless
the Father who sent Him draws
them. | minister to people all the
time who would never articulate
this but their actions are
screaming out, "God needs my
help to orchestrate the return of
my spouse."” The opposite is the
truth. The sooner you die to self
and allow Jesus free reign in the
life of your spouse, the better it
will be for you.

God will draw your spouse to Him
and will work on his or her heart
to desire restoration. It is HE who
draws. This does not mean you
become passive. In the passage
above one can see the hardness
of the Jews' hearts towards
Jesus. This hardness was
because of at least three spirits
that were working within their

minds. While the Father draws
our covenant partner to Himself,
we rebuke the spirits that might
be hindering this process.

The Jews' improper regard for
Moses, as if no one“could”be
superior to him,/" created a
religious spirit. Thisireligious spirit
caused-, -the “Jews “to" dishonor
Jesus. Unbelief “is” displayed, by
dishonor. In; iPsalm 4:22 /ene
reads;."O sons ofsmen, how long
will £ :my.-“honor become a
reproach? How long willyou love
what is- worthless and aim at
deception? Selah:! The wayward
spouse has exchanged.  that
which is holy for:the unholy. God
was:witness!at'the covenant that
wasq:-cut -in  your marriage
ceremony.  That“event was holy
unto ‘the Lord.:He created and
maintaing- that holy . .union. Ask
the Lord:to draw youdr spouse
untosHimself as you. rebuke the
religious-spirit of the world that
has convinced them . ‘that
marriage is anything but holy:

The " second spirit ‘the Jews
displayed: in' this:-exchange with
Jesus was ‘the-natural spirit. This
spirit “only..interprets - the-world in
light of the world. "Having eyes:to
see they do not see and having
ears to hear . they do hot hear.”
(Mark 8:18) They were saying, "IS
not this Jesus;-the son of Joseph;
whose father--and mother we
know? How_.does He now say,”l
have come down-eut.of heaven™"
(John ' 6:42) The Jews. are seeing
Jesus ~though the ‘eyes of the
flesh nat though the eyes of the
Spirit. The Apostle Paul writes, "l
pray that the eyes of your heart
may be enlightened, so that you
will know what is the hope of His
calling, what are the riches of the

glory of His inheritance in the
saints, and what is the surpassing
greatness of His power toward us
who believe". (Eph 1:18-19) The
natural spirit blinds the hearts of
mankind so that the light of the
revelation of the Lord seems dim.

The_ sad part about this spirit is
that lit; affects both the prodigal
Sspouse and the covenant keeper
alike. I have seen believers
interpret:the life of their wayward
spouse:-in lonly the light of the
natural:."Everything is going his
way. -.He seems to have
everything; and | have nothing."
"She.will move away if | stand my
ground.’ /"I need to fight to get
whatI:deserve." These are words
of:the flesh, not the Spirit. Ask
therLord to draw your spouse
unto Himself as you rebuke the
natural spirit in  both your
spouse and in you.

The final spirit in this text is the

spirit  of  humanism.  Their
erroneous opinions, pride,
obstinacy, self-conceit, and a
deep-felt contempt for Jesus

made it difficult, if not impossible
for them to see Jesus for who he
was. A humanistic spirit is a
system of thought that is based
on the values, characteristics,
and behavior that are believed to
be best in human beings, rather
than on any supernatural
authority. In other words, man is
a god unto himself. This belief is
why we think we can violate
God’'s laws and standards and
still somehow be saved.

For the covenant keeper, the
humanistic spirit is the most
dangerous in that it operates with
a spirit of deception. One has to
be both deceived and self-
focused to come to the

eyed was not his thing. He
showed me love in other ways.
There was one particular time
in my life when this became
real to me. | believed that my
parents had a good marriage
but just before I, the youngest
of four children, turned 16 my
belief was sorely tested. My
father, who used to share in the
chores around the house,
gradually started becoming
despondent. From the time he
came home from his job at the
factory to the time he went to
bed, he hardly spoke a word to
my mom or us kids.

The strain on my mom’s and
dad’'s relationship was very
evident. However, | was not
prepared for the day that Mom
sat my siblings and me down
and told us that dad had de-
cided to leave. All that | could
think of was that | was going to
become a product of a divorced
family. It was something | never
thought possible. | kept telling
myself that it wasn't going to
happen and | went totally numb
when | knew my dad was really
leaving.

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his training weekend was a first for
the ministry in NZ. The purpose of the
weekend was to bring all the leaders
together, both new and experienced,
in order to encourage and train / re-
train them.

Jan Brodie lead an interactive discussion and
teaching on skills to run a group effectively,
such as starting on time, keeping on track, ef-
fective listening, etc. She also did teaching on
the process of inner healing such as forgive-
ness, grief and loss, understanding and dealing
with anger, and understanding and dealing with
depression. There was much interaction and
discussion as Jan responded to the needs of
the group.

At the end of the weekend a formal ceremony
was held with presentation of certificates and
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praying the commitment prayer together. As
National Director | commissioned the leaders to
go and make Covenant Keeper disciples in the
name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy
Spirit.

Following the weekend | traveled to Auckland
where | met and encouraged 12 covenant
keepers and introduced the new leaders. | did a
teaching entitled “Fight the Good Fight,” based
on 2 Chronicles 20.

From there | went to Tauranga and met with 5
covenant keepers and repeated the teaching.

Gerry Purcell drove me to Gisborne where we
met and shared with one covenant keeper and
her friend who has a healed marriage.
