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The Apostle Paul prayed that the eyes 
of your hearts might be opened, "so 
that you will know what is the hope of 
His calling, what are the riches of the 
glory of His inheritance in the saints, 
and what is the surpassing greatness 
of His power toward us who believe." 
(Eph 1:18-19) As Covenant Keepers 
we need to have "God eyes" not "eyes 
of the flesh."  

When I was a young man I never knew I could not see. I was 19 
before I got my first pair of glasses. I had been driving for three 
years never realizing that I was far–sighted and a nemesis to so-
ciety. It wasn’t until I had driven across the country to take a job in 
a company which screened every employee with a physical that I 
found out I was in triple digits in my eyesight. When I got my first 
pair of glasses I could not believe the difference. Trees had 
leaves and were not just green masses. There was actual writing 
on stop signs. Who knew? Well, actually anyone who could see 
knew, but I surely didn’t. I thought everyone saw the way I saw. I 
thought it was normal. No wonder I excelled in all sports except 
baseball. I could not see the ball. 

This is how it is with the eyes of the flesh. We see our situation 
and believe that the only thing to do is sue for divorce. According 
to our view we argue until somehow our spouse comes to their 
senses and falls down in a puddle of their own tears repenting 
and vowing their soul’s allegiance to us for eternity. We see 
things in the natural and believe that there is a natural solution to 
our pain and an easy remedy to our marital problems. These 
remedies hopefully never involve a gun, but always include ma-
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 information

nipulation, hundreds of taped 
messages "just for him or her," 
or having someone stalk the 
wayward mate with prophesies 
of doom and judgment. All 
these responses seem rea-
sonable when one looks with 
the natural eye.  

Paul prays that we would see 
things differently. Paul wants 
the believer to live like no other 
in this season so the believer 
can live like no other for eter-
nity. The eyes of the flesh will 
always miss the blessings of 
the Lord.  

Recently, an angel visited an 
employee of the church while 
he was painting a room up-
stairs. The angel appeared as 
a man with a goatee. He was 
wearing a suit but when he 
spoke it was the very word of 
God. When the employee 
turned away to lay down his 
paintbrush, the man was gone. 
After hearing of this event we 
went to the security cameras 
to see what was going on dur-
ing that time. We saw nothing 
except an employee talking to 
himself. That which is natural 
cannot see that which is spiri-
tual. It is in the seeing of the 
spiritual that one finds the 
strength to stand in the spirit. If 
I see in the natural, I will stand 
in the natural. If I see in the 
spiritual, I will stand in the 
spiritual. It is the stand of the 
spirit that leads to the 
miraculous. 

I am working with a covenant keeper whose spouse is currently in 
adultery while living in the home. This spouse wants the covenant 
keeper to kick them out of the house to justify their feelings and 
behavior. The covenant keeper is standing strong because they 
are seeing in the spirit and not in the flesh. Therefore the unfaith-
ful spouse is hourly being confronted with the love and power of 
God. The hope of the stander is not in the behavior of their 
spouse but in the God who loves them. The riches of the glory of 
His (Christ’s) inheritance is the foundation of the believer’s stand 
and helps them when times are difficult. Rather than giving up or 
growing weary, the stander is focusing on "the surpassing great-
ness of His (Christ’s) power toward us who believe," (Ephesians 
1:19) and therefore is confident of the end result of reconciliation 
and restoration. Who can stand against the love and power of 
God?

I must testify that our God is 
truly a miracle working God. 
When your miracle happens, 
you might not even be able 
to believe that it has hap-
pened, although it has been 
what you prayed for all the 
time. But God is not a man 
that He will lie! His Word 
does indeed not return void.

I went to the Internet and found Marriage Matters in 
the United Kingdom and they sent me Marilyn Con-
rad's, "An Alternative to Divorce", Mike and Marilyn 
Phillipps’ “First Aid For A Wounded Marriage” and 
Bob Steinkamp’s "Chicago Man.”

After praying for ½ year my husband came home.

he Word is very clear about God’s will con-
cerning marriage. Mal. 2:16 says, “For I 
hate divorce, says the Lord, the God of Is-

rael,” and yet we all know many Christians who 
gladly divorce and remarry many times while still 
serving God in other areas of their lives. Did you 
ever wonder why God chose you to walk out 
marriage restoration?  First and foremost we 
need to acknowledge God’s sovereignty 
(1 Tim 6:15). All throughout the Word 
God chose unlikely people for His pur-
poses. 

Let’s look at Joshua for clues of how 
God chooses people. From among the 
Hebrews who were released from cap-
tivity, Moses found a faithful and dedi-
cated young man to be his apprentice. 
Joshua was commissioned to lead 
God’s people into the Promised Land 
after the death of Moses. He had the 
privilege of accompanying Moses on his 
journey up the mountain where the glory 
of the Lord rested for six days. God was 
preparing Joshua to become Israel’s 
leader. Numbers 27:18-23 talks about 
his commissioning and tells us he had 
the Spirit of God. Read Isaiah 11:2. The 
Spirit of God working in us makes the difference. 
This indwelling enables us to perform whatever 
task He has set before us (Philippians 4:13). 

WAITING IS AN ACTIVITY 
Joshua waited alone for forty days while Moses 
was communing with God. His faithfulness and 
trustworthiness were one of his outstanding 
characteristics. Community Bible Study com-
mentary on Joshua states, “Waiting is some-
times the hardest thing we are asked to do. 
Waiting is an activity. It can be hellish if filled 
with doubt and self-pity; on the other hand, it can 
be a ‘mountaintop’ spiritual experience if done 
with an attitude of waiting for the Lord (Isaiah 
30:18). The actions of Aaron and Joshua, who 
were called to wait for Moses vividly contrast the 
two possibilities.” 

Joshua also possessed humility and integrity. 
“We do not see Joshua boasting of His unique 
experience with Moses. The Bible is quick to 
note the times when the servants of God fail, 
and it does not tell us that Joshua ever used this 
event to humiliate others or to exert his influence 
in the community. Joshua did not allow discour-
agement and disbelief into his life, because he 

understood this would not be pleasing to 
the Lord God." Covenant Keepers, as 
Joshua, must wait patiently for the mani-
festation of God’s hand at work in our 
families.  

Additionally we must do this waiting while 
walking in humility and integrity. We must 
not have an attitude that God owes us a 
healed marriage, but humbly approach the 
throne room of God thanking Him for yet 
another chance to operate in faith and 
honor Him with our praise. We must walk 
in integrity, because not only is God 
watching, but also your friends and family. 
Many of them think you are crazy, but that 
little empty space in their spirits is longing 
for a God who loves and takes care of His 
children. You are the example that God 
chose to show them we serve a Master 

who is greater than our circumstance. There is 
nothing impossible for God (Luke 1:37).  

EQUIPPED BY GOD 
A picture of integrity in our lives would be to 
conduct ourselves as a married person even if 
the laws of the land say we are divorced. Do you 
really believe marriage is a covenant that cannot 
be broken unilaterally? Then, you will not join 
the singles' class at your church nor even enter-
tain the thought of dating because you have a 
marriage covenant. Remember you have been 
chosen by a God who is greater than the god of 
this world, and He has already given you every-
thing you need to see this through to completion. 
Gal 6:9 Amplified states, “And let us not lose 
heart and grow weary and faint in acting nobly 
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and doing right, for in due time and at the ap-
pointed season we shall reap, if we do not 
loosen and relax our courage and faint.” 

God never chooses anyone for a task without 
equipping them with His Spirit of power and wis-
dom.“ The task ahead of Joshua was a difficult 
one, but he had the faith in God that the as-
signment before him required. He had witnessed 
God’s faithfulness in the past and he trusted 
God’s promise for the future. When God 
chooses you to do something for Him, He will 
enable and equip you for that mission just as He 
did for Joshua. Trust Him, as Joshua did!” 

A RHEMA WORD 
What is the first step? Covenant Keepers be-
lieves that each person who decides to allow 
God to work for restoration of their marriage 
must receive a word from God specifically for 
their situation. The Bible is very clear about 
God’s will concerning marriage covenant, and in 
the beginning each covenant keeper must study 
the Word in order to fix in their spirit what God 

has said. Therefore, without a personal revela-
tion you are more vulnerable to the lies of Satan. 

Let’s look at Joshua to consider how God re-
vealed Himself personally to help understand 
why this is important to us. Read Joshua 1. God 
revealed the outcome in the very beginning (v3). 
In the Spirit realm the land already belonged to 
Israel. God gave clear directions (v4), and prom-
ised His continued support, “I will never leave 
you or forsake you” (v5). God encouraged 
Joshua, "be not afraid" (v9). Joshua received 
many specific words from God that strengthened 
him. God made wonderful promises to help him 
accomplish all He had promised, but it was nec-
essary for Joshua to observe and obey God’s 
instructions in order for them to be applied in his 
life. Ask God for a word from Him concerning 
your marriage. To receive an abundant blessing 
of a healed marriage, you are chosen, as was 
Joshua, to walk with God in faith and obedience.
