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Can it be possible we are celebrating 20 
years of ministry? Covenant Keepers 
actually began with a conference in the 
spring of 1987 and was called, "Covenant 
Keepers Annual Reunion." 

Now, Covenant Keepers in Australia and 
New Zealand hold their own conferences in 
October and November of each year, on 
successive weekends. 

Our curriculum, materials and several 
booklets and books have been translated 

into Spanish and Portuguese and I just received a copy of my com-
bined books that are now available in Russian. Our website is also 
being translated into Russian. 

Over the years marriages have been healed and families put back 
together and memories have been stored up.  We have become a 
family. Yes, "Families Are Forever" and covenant keepers around 
the world make up our "Forever Family." 

We are a "Funny Forever Family." A few years back, plastic "crit-
ters" began to appear in the most unusual places, like sugar bowls, 
shower stalls and beds. These bugs come in all shapes and sizes 
and have been mailed around the world. A huge crawdad even ap-
peared on a plate in the hotel restaurant one year at our conference 
(thanks to a good-natured waiter)! 

Sharon Browning accompanied me to Australia the first time I trav-
eled there to do meetings. Sharon, a true southerner from Natchez, 
Mississippi, greeted those attending our meeting in Brisbane with, 
"Hi, Yah'll. I'm Sharon Browning from Mississippi and I've come to 
teach you to talk "Southern." 
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One year Judy Pruitt, State Di-
rector for Texas, was returning 
with me from a meeting in Lon-
don when a flight attendant 
noticed her reading her Bible. 
A conversation began and she 
told him about Covenant 
Keepers. "Oh," he said, "We 
know about you because we 
have a flight attendant who is 
standing for her marriage. She 
has told us about the lady who 
started your ministry and she 
has been standing forever . . . 
she just keeps standing!" I 
overheard this conversation as 
I was seated next to Judy, my 
eyes closed as I was trying to 
sleep. It was all I could do to 
keep from laughing out loud as 
Judy pointed to me. 

Our "Forever Family Bless-
ings"  would fill many books, if 
recorded. We have made won-
derful friends and stored up 
wonderful memories. God has 
taught us many principles from 
His Word about standing for 
our marriages and living a 

committed Christian life. And He has been faithful to restore mar-
riages around the world. 

In my own family I have witnessed the healing of both my sons' 
marriages, and each year at our conference one of the highlights 
is to see and visit with the couples who attend. What an encour-
agement they are! 

And how grateful we are for "Forever Friends"  like Craig and 
Jan Hill, Leo and Molly Godzich, Mike and Marilyn Phillipps, Bob 
and Charlyne Steinkamp, Bob and Audrey Meisner and Pastor 
Ken and Lauren Savage. They take time away from their own 
busy schedules and ministries to speak at our conferences and 
encourage us and support us. 

This past Spring I visited Winston Churchill's Museum in Cam-
bridge, England. During WWII he made many speeches and I 
was pleased to print out two of my favorites. I close with two of his 
quotes.  

"Victory at all cost 
Victory in spite of terror 
Victory, however long and hard the road may be." 

"Never, never, never, never give up!" 
As Covenant Keepers we feel the same way. After 20 years of 
ministry we are more determined than ever to be obedient to what 
God has called us to do:  stand for our marriages and families as 
long as it takes, no matter how long and hard the road may be-
come. We are truly a "Forever Family."

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As a Covenant Keeper you are not simply standing for your marriage 
 to be healed, you are standing for all the generations that follow you. 

Often times when dealing with 
people in pain I am asked this 
question, "Why should I even 
care what happens to me? My 
decisions only affect me and I 
can live with the conse-
quences." This lie from the 
flesh is not based on facts but 
rather one being devoid of 
moral absolutes. The truth of 
the matters is that the course 
your life is on will have genera-
tional consequences. This has 
been clearly evident in the life 
of Jonathan Edwards, a God 
fearing preacher who was born 
in 1703. 

Benjamin B. Warfield, a Prince-
ton professor, performed a re-
search study on Edwards’ de-
scendents. His findings go hand 
in hand with this truth. Within 
his descendents there were: 13 
university professors, 30 
judges, 100 attorneys, 60 dis-
tinguished authors, 3 US sena-
tors, 80 government employees 
including governors and am-
bassadors, one of which was a 
vice president of the United 
States. 

On the other hand, a contempo-
rary of Jonathan Edwards was 
a man named Max Jukes. As 
an adult Max developed a 
drinking problem, which hin-
dered his ability to hold a 
steady job. At the same time he 
showed no interest in his wife 
or his family. He would not 
come home for days and when 
 

he did, he would come home intoxicated. 

Professor Warfield followed Jukes' descendents and found out that 310 
died as paupers, 150 were criminals including 7 murderers & many 
thieves, 100 were alcoholics and half of his female descendents were 
prostitutes. 

GENERATIONAL IN NATURE 

The truth of the matter is we have the choice to be a generational blessing 
or a generational curse. Our faithfulness to the precepts of the Bible will 
determine the outcome. God has made us generational in nature. 

Exodus 20:4-6 states: "You shall not make for yourself an idol, or any like-
ness of what is in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the water 
under the earth. You shall not worship them or serve them; for I, the Lord 
your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the chil-
dren, on the third and the fourth generations of those who hate Me, but 
showing lovingkindness to thousands, to those who love Me and keep My 
commandments." 

Sins are generational and entrench themselves in the lives of subsequent 
heirs. My grandparents were alcoholics, as were my parents, as was I in 
my youth. The antithesis of this is that blessings are generational to the 
thousands. As a Covenant Keeper you are not simply standing for your 
marriage to be healed; you are standing for the blessings of marriage 
covenant to come on all the generations that follow you.  

My wife Lauren stood for the healing of our marriage. Her parents were 
divorced; my parents were divorced. My four siblings and Lauren’s one 
sibling have all been divorced numerous times. Had she not stood, we 
would have been divorced. Because she did in fact stand for the healing 
of our marriage, she effectively broke the curse of generational divorce 
and replaced it with marital healing and wellness. This is good news for 
my five children and five grandchildren! 

SUBSEQUENT GENERATIONS 

The question then arises, how do we become a generational blessing? 
How do we become the person that sets the course for the subsequent 
generations? The answer is found with Isaac and his encounter with the 
God of his father, Abraham. In Gen 26:24-25 we read: 

"The Lord appeared to him (Isaac) the same night and said, "I am the God 
of your father Abraham; Do not fear, for I am with you. I will bless you, and 
multiply your descendants, For the sake of My servant Abraham. "So he 
built an altar there and called upon the name of the Lord, and pitched his 
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tent there; and there Isaac's 
servants dug a well." 

We see Isaac did four things. 
He "built an altar there," he 
"called upon the name of the 
Lord," he "pitched his tent 
there" and finally, "there Isaac's 
servants dug a well." To be 
generational we must be 
people of worship, prayer, 
faithfulness and look to the 
future.  

Isaac's first priority was to build 
an altar to the Lord. He wanted 
to worship the God of his father. 
We need to be a people of wor-
ship also. In the midst of difficult 
time it is worship that comforts 
the heart and stills the soul. 
Isaac had been hassled by dif-
ferent tribes and men who stole 
his water rights time and time 
again. Yet after the encounter 
with the God of his father, 
through worship, he had peace. 
To be a generational blessing 
you must be a worshipper. 

The Bible then states that Isaac 
called upon the name of the 
Lord. Prayer is the one thing 

every Covenant Keeper needs to be known for. Prayer should be found on 
our breath every moment we are awake. People can say what they want 
about us but part of what they say should deal with the fact that we are 
constantly praying. To be a generational blessing we have to be in consis-
tent and purposeful prayer. 

After the encounter with God, Isaac ordered his servants to pitch the tents. 
He took up permanent residency where he heard from God. Faithfulness 
is defined as being consistent or fixed to a position. Covenant Keepers 
need to hear from God concerning the stand that they are to have and 
then be consistent and faithful to it. I speak with lost souls all the time who 
are lost simply because they are not faithful to do what the Lord told them 
to do. They seek "new" revelation or see situations change and conclude 
that the Lord has changed also. One thing everyone can count on is this: 
the Lord is faithful and changes not. To be a generational blessing we 
must be faithful to do that which we have been instructed to do. 
Finally, Isaac dug a well. He deliberately sowed seeds for the future. He 
dug a well that is still there today. He thought in terms of the future and 
the generations that would follow him. He did not lose sight of tomorrow 
by languishing in the soul’s desires for the present. He saw beyond his 
struggles to the future hope that was yet to come.  

GENERATIONS TO COME 

This is why the stand of the Covenant Keeper is so strong and powerful. It 
is not just for the healing of your marriage; it is for generations yet to 
come. Those who have stood many years can have confidence that their 
stand has and will accomplish great things in the succeeding generations. 
God will take the faith of your stand and sow it in the lives of those who 
follow you. For those who are standing without children, understand that 
God is able and the spiritual bloodline that is being blessed by your stand 
is as real as those with children. We see in part and know in part but God 
has the eternal view. Be blessed in your stand. PASTOR KEN SAVAGE

In thinking of how to pray for marriage restoration, 
the Lord suddenly reminded me of several times that 
I made unique impositions on my spouse that 
caused strife. The Lord also reminded me of specific 
visual remnants of my blunders which exist to this 
day.  "...a broken and contrite heart, O God, thou wilt 
not despise." Psalm 51:17 

I decided to ask the Lord's forgiveness for two or 
three things and to memorialize it in writing. Once 
started, the Lord reminded me of several other con-
tentious matters and the list began to grow. I edited 
the list to make it less painful as the extent of the of-
fenses was more embarrassing and personal than I 
could stand to see in writing. At that point it began to 
rhyme so I made it sound like a Psalm. This is a list 
that I plan to keep in my Bible to keep me humble 
and to seek mercy above all. "Humble yourselves in 
the sight of the Lord and he shall lift you up." James 
4:10 
I share it as a prototype of one man's offenses and 
that it might touch hearts and get you to seek the 
Lord for those areas where you have hurt your 
spouse. "Confess your faults one to another, and 
pray for one another, that ye may be healed. The 
effective fervent prayer of a righteous man avails 
much." James 5:16 

Lord, I ask you to heal my spouse and 
forgive me for striving with her in our mar-
riage: 
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Lord, cleanse me of secret sins/errors I do not know 
and have mercy. "Who can understand his errors, 
cleanse thou me from secret faults." Psalm 19:12 

Does the Lord ever ask us to write down our prayers, 
our triumphs, our needs or our cries for mercy? "Now 
go, write it before them in a table, and note it in a 
book that it may be for the time to come for ever and 
ever."  Isaiah 30:8 "Write thee all the words I have 
spoken unto thee in a book."  Jeremiah 30:2 

For many of us, standing is not as difficult as endur-
ing well-meaning words of family and friends in the 
church who, like Job's miserable comforters, see us 
as scorned of God for our sins. Once we have made 
our confession to God and accepted Jesus as Sav-
ior, we, like Job can live without shame, knowing 
God's mercy.

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s Ephesians 5 teaches, 
a marriage is a pro-
phetic picture of the re-

lationship Jesus has with His 
Bride, the Church.  

"...Wives, submit yourselves unto 
your own husbands, as unto the 
Lord. For the husband is the head 
of the wife, even as Christ is the 
head of the church: and he is the 
saviour of the body. Therefore as 
the church is subject unto Christ, 
so let the wives be to their own 
husbands in every thing. Hus-
bands, love your wives, even as 
Christ also loved the church, and 
gave himself for it; That he might 
sanctify and cleanse it with the 
washing of water by the word, 
…For this cause shall a man 
leave his father and mother, and 
shall be joined unto his wife, and 
they two shall be one flesh. This 
is a great mystery: but I speak 
concerning Christ and the 
church…" Ephesians 5:20-33  

These scriptures are given so 
that people can get an accurate 
picture of how Jesus relates to 
us: faithfulness being extended to 
those who reject and are unfaith-
ful to Him. Satan hates God's 
faithfulness and wants to destroy 
that image for non-Christians so 
they will not be able to receive 
salvation. Also so that Christians 
won't be able to trust Him or His 
Word. As we are getting closer to 
His return, there has been, and 
will be an unleashing of even 
greater hatred for the things of 
Christ and the Truth of His Word. 

Revelation 12:12, 2 Thessaloni-
ans 2:9,10, and 2 Timothy 3:1-7 
certainly describe the present 
state of the world.  

At the end of the Old Testament, 
Malachi prophesies about the 
second coming of the Lord ("the 
great and dreadful day") and what 
God will do before that happens 
(Malachi 4:5,6). God says He will 
send Elijah the prophet to "turn 
the hearts of the fathers to the 
children, and the hearts of the 
children to their fathers."  I think 
it's significant that the last instruc-
tions in the Old Testament to His 
people had to do with the restora-
tion of families. 

Four hundred years later, just be-
fore Jesus comes the first time, 
God sends an angel to Zacharias 
the priest (Luke 1:7-17) and tells 
him that he and his wife will have 
a son, even though "Elizabeth 
was barren, and they both were 
now well stricken in years."   

The angel described their son's 
ministry in verse 16: "And many 
of the children of Israel shall he 
turn to the Lord their God." In 
verse 17 the angel refers back to 
the last thing God told His people 
in Malachi 4:5 and says that his 
son, John the Baptist, will (at 
least intermediately, at Jesus' first 
coming) fulfill this prophesy in or-
der "to make ready a people pre-
pared for the Lord."  

Later, after John's death, Jesus 
tells Peter, James and John in 

Matthew 17 not to tell of the vi-
sion of the Transfiguration of Je-
sus with Moses and Elijah. They 
asked why the scriptures say 
Elijah should come first (refer-
ring to Malachi 4:5). Jesus re-
sponds in verse 12 that Elijah 
"truly shall first come, and restore 
all things." He goes on to say that 
Elijah "is come already" (note the 
suffering and lack of recognition 
communicated in the rest of that 
verse). In verse 13: "the disciples 
understood that He spake unto 
them of John the Baptist" fulfilling, 
at least in part, the prophesy of 
Malachi 4.  

Now what caused the suffering 
and lack of recognition of John 
that Jesus describes in Matthew 
17:12?  He certainly did offend a 
lot of people in his day. So how 
was it that John the Baptist lost 
his head anyway? The accounts 
in Matthew 14:3-10 and Mark 
6:17-27 explain that John was 
locked up because he confronted 
Herod about his marriage to his 
brother's wife. Mark 6:18 says, 
"For John had said unto Herod, It 
is not lawful for thee to have thy 
brother's wife." In the end John's 
life was sacrificed because he 
stood up for the covenant of mar-
riage.  

John the Baptist was an interme-
diate fulfillment of Malachi 4:5 
(Elijah being sent) at Jesus' first 

A 
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coming. He suffered and died because of his stand 
for God's intention for the covenant of marriage. 
Many of God's people were pointed to Jesus be-
cause of his ministry. In these days, as we come 
closer to Jesus' second coming and the complete 
fulfillment of Malachi's prophesy, "the spirit and 
power" of Elijah (Luke 1:17) will be on us as Cove-
nant Keepers. Covenant Keepers is a part of that 
Elijah anointing:  turning the hearts of fathers and 
children to each other and making "ready a people 
 

prepared for the Lord" by showing them an accurate 
picture of Jesus' relationship with His people:  faith-
fulness in the face of rejection and unfaithfulness. 
Just doing what we're doing (remaining faithful to our 
covenant spouse) will shake the world! 

Yes, there will be resistance and suffering (have you 
noticed?) but we have the privilege of being part of 
that "Elijah anointing" God is bringing to the earth 
before His Son's return. 
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Dear Prayer Chain, 

On Sunday afternoon I was doing one of my fa-
vorite spiritual things - sitting in bed praying, 
reading, meditating - whatever the 
Spirit led. 
 
The names of a covenant keeper 
and her husband came to me. This 
had happened before, but this time I 
saw a picture of a massive rope 
about 5 or 6 inches in diameter. This 
huge rope went off into a cloudy 
mist, to the city where this covenant 
keeper's husband lived. At the end 
of the monster rope was a mighty 
warrior angel. This powerful angel 
was extremely robust, strong and 
huge. As he steadily strained on this rope he 
exuded an overpowering endurance. I could see 
there was no "quit" in him. He was never going 
to give up. In fact there was a second mighty 
warrior angel present also. He was just as pow-
erful and magnificent looking as the first. He 
was standing in front of the first angel shouting 
encouragement. I knew he was ready to jump 
right in should the first angel falter. But there 
was no quit in the angel on the rope. He was 

never going to give up or fail. Steadily he was 
making sure progress. Slowly, inch-by-inch the 
rope was being pulled in its God-ordained direc-
tion: pulling the husband back into covenant re-

lationship with his wife. 
 
Our God won't be satisfied with 1 or 
2 restored marriages. He wants to 
restore any marriage where one 
spouse is willing to stand in the gap 
for restoration. If we are to be a heal-
ing community at this church what 
better way than to see many mar-
riages healed. 
 
So this is my fervent plea to add this 
covenant keeper to your prayer list 
or pray with more intensity. God 

wants to restore the marriage covenant of this 
couple. They met on the mission field years ago, 
so Satan has robbed the kingdom of a good la-
borer for way too long now. This covenant 
keeper will never give up praying for a restored 
marriage; would you please join with her? 
Would you please let her know you are praying? 
God wants to restore the years lost to the locust.
