Healed Marriage
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of 19 years gave me a choice. He said,

“Well, it's God or me.” (I had become a
born-again Christian in late 1987.) Although a difficult
choice for anyone to make, | knew | couldn't become
unborn again, so | had to trust the Lord for this mar-
riage.

M y stand started in 1996 when my husband

Well, during the next 10 years, especially the first 7
or 8 of them, | felt that the Lord needed my help to
bring back my husband. As in Sarai and Abram's
case, | had several "Ishmael" experiences.

When Richard went to South Africa with the other
woman | knew | needed to forgive them both, but felt
convinced that the Lord was bringing my husband
home soon. So upon their return | promptly told her
that |1 had nothing against her but that Richard was
going to be coming back to me. Which in fact did
happen, but only for about 9 months (meanwhile she
returned to SA). Alas, nothing had changed in me
| still tried ramming Christianity down Richard's throat
and she still had a hold over him.

He then brought her over to the United Kingdom.
Once our divorce settlement was final the children
and | moved from our large 4 bedroom family home
into a lovely little place of the Lord's choosing, so I've
been very blessed and peaceful these past 8 years
with a great neighborhood and very supportive
friends all around me. The first few weeks there were
so precious and the Lord's presence so strongly felt,
| could almost see the indent in the sofa cushions,
where He'd sat! And so | “got on with my life” so to
speak, but still making a stand for my marriage.

| was very much in shock when the children came
back from visiting their dad to announce his forth-
coming marriage to the other woman. | grabbed my
mug of tea and went into the garden. "This was not
on my agenda, Lord. | thought You said, "Make a
stand for your marriage." | then asked to hear from
Heaven. "This sickness is not unto death" was what |
thought | heard, but as it made no sense, thought I'd
made it up. It was confirmed by a Christian friend
later that day, who'd been given the same word for
me. | then realized this “sickness” was their adulter-
ous marriage and was not going to be a permanent
thing. My peace returned.

Much time passes. Once | accepted an invite of go-
ing out for a drink with a chap who'd just lost his wife
to cancer. | thought, “Poor chap - no harm - yes [I'll
go.” (No consultation with the Lord.) Well, the Lord
disciplines those He loves. The next morning | felt
like | had chains around my feet and | came shuffling
into the Lord's presence for my quiet time. And they
were chains: spiritual ones. | felt God say, “Last
night was not on My agenda.” “Oh Lord, please do
forgive me.” | realized just how seriously the Lord
took my stand for my marriage, for it was His stand,
too.

In early September 2001, | got a surprise call from
Richard to ask if I'd come up by car and collect him
from out of his “mess of a marriage.” He'd actually
planned this move (unbeknown to me) and had or-
ganized a flat here in my hometown, where he'd live
and work from, with me fetching and carrying. He

now admits it was to be nearer his children.

Richard was in my home city for a year when he divorced
the other woman. (So it was not “unto death” as they had
vowed.) He must have been going through a very confus-
ing time of it and | was terrible! I'd storm around his flat
preaching at him. | felt | had the right to do so as he'd ac-
tually started going to an Alpha Course and was even at-
tending church. | was so convinced that this was it and
then, “bang!” he had an 18-month fling with my close
friend.

One year later | decided, "I've had enough of this Christi-
anity thing. It doesn't work. I'm outa here!" Well, that
Christmas | rang a good friend and we got through 2 bot-
tles of wine, me declaring to her, "This is the day | throw in
the towel.” Hic, hic! Guess what? That very day's emalil
from Bob & Charlyne Steinkamp of Rejoice Marriage Min-
istries said, "Today, if the devil is trying to make you
“throw in the towel," then don't let him. He's a defeated
foe. Your Lord is much bigger than your circumstances, so
keep trusting in Him! | tell you, I've never sobered up so
quickly!

So my real stand began, but not until after I'd been able to
forgive Richard and the other woman. By the end of Sep-
tember | was on my sick bed with the flu and felt | was
dying, which was just where the Lord wanted me, so |
could die to self and stop the pity party and forgive once
and for all. | growled at the mention of her name, which
was quite often, as the kids would go and visit. After all,
she was like a second mummy to them when they were
very small.

OK, Lord, it seemed much easier the first time round, as
I'd felt the other woman was just a pawn in the devil's
game and almost felt sorry for her. Not so with my friend.
She knew everything about my stand. Lord, just help me
to bring both these individuals to the cross and leave them
there with You. And He did. | was soon up and about and
somehow things started to get brighter. | had a freedom in
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my prayer time and | “knew that | knew” that God had
helped me forgive them. It was so releasing.

Time passes. "Mum, dad's moving out.” It seems that he's
going to find a place on his own somewhere about 45
miles from where | live.

Time passes. | felt the Lord say it was time to ask Rich-
ard's forgiveness for my part in the breakdown of our mar-
riage. My confession was music to his ears - so where do
we go from here? My heart still needed a lot of humbling
and | needed to hand all my hopes, fears, and future plans
over to the Lord (again!). Richard suddenly started to back
off, mumbling words to the effect, “Oh, I'm not ready yet. |
need time!” (Time again, Lord, how long this time?)

Time passes. | felt the Lord say, “Do not approach this
people, let them come to you. This time, | will teach them
my ways.” OK, Lord.

At the end of October 2005 | had a few days having my
dust-bags shaken out at a healing conference. Lots of cut-
ting off of soul ties and much healing prayer. 10 days after
that an e-mail arrived from Richard saying, “Haven't been
in touch lately, how about a walk?” Thinking he just
wanted to talk about the kids, | agreed. To my astonish-
ment Richard announced that he'd been doing a lot of
thinking lately and knew that it would only feel right once
we were living under the same roof again!  He knew that
meant the big "M" and not just shacking up. We started
dating on weekends, discussing our mutual hopes and
fears.

In January of this year we made an appointment to see
my pastor about the possibility of remarriage. As Richard
is not yet a Christian, Pastor John felt he could give us a
Marriage Vows blessing service, foIIowinq1 a legal cere-
mony at the Registry Office. On May 6" we were re-
married with the Lord's blessings upon us and our chil-
dren. God is so good and so faithful to all His prom-
ises!

s we walk forward in

learning how to stand

for our marriages, we

begin to understand

we do not have the
power to affect change in our
spouse’s heart. Only our Lord can
change their heart & remove the
veil better than any words we can
speak.

More contact with our spouses is
not the answer to making stand-
ing the thing we should or should
not do. We cannot base our deci-
sion on behavior or contact with
them. We can be deceived to be-
lieve it is easier to stand if we
have children. God’'s Word says
the vow we made at our marriage
is a covenant. Therefore, it is not
based on behavior of any kind.
We are to stand firmly planted on
the Word of God as our founda-
tion.

A TIME FOR HEALING

As we stand in this season, it is to
reach for healing. We cannot heal
if our eyes are on the other per-
son. Standing is keeping our eyes
on the Lord, not what is seen in
the natural. If we stay focused on
the natural we will fall, lose faith,
have doubt and fear and poten-
tially fall away from standing.
How will this make us appear in a
way our spouses will want to
come home? We are to be press-
ing into healing, so our heart fills
with joy and our beauty inside
shines and sparkles. This proc-
ess takes time.

The Word of God needs to re-
place our husbands or wives for a
period of time. It needs to be-
come our focus, and in that proc-

ess there will be healing. Our
attention will change; and we will
be more effective intercessors for
our family.

In my situation | don’t have con-
tact with my husband except by
email. That is the only way he
has stated | can make contact,
since he lives out of state. | email
him once or twice a year right
now and sometimes he does not
answer. Yes, | always pray he will
answer but if he does not, my
stand will not change. If he were
around to see the changes in me,
would he then come home? No,
that is also not true. This is not a
long distance problem for God.

| cannot base why | am standing
on whether or not | have contact
with my husband. This is what the
Word calls being double minded
in James 1:8. Strong’s Concor-
dance describes double minded-
ness as vacillating in opinion or
purpose.

Again, keeping my eyes focused
on the Lord and standing on the
scriptures of covenant | made at
my marriage are what keep my
faith and hope alive. The distance
between us is no barrier for God
to miraculously heal his heart and
remove the veil of deception.

The Lord has to do the work in
his heart and in mine whether we
have children and contact or not.
Focusing on the situation or his
behavior will breed discourage-
ment and then a downward spiral.
| have done that. The Lord has
taught me to stand firm as in 2™
Chronicles 20:17. He will fight the
battle if I just stand firm.

Why Are We Standing?

The Word of God and the Lord
have to be our comfort and
strength. For many of us, myself
included, this time of standing
builds a relationship with the Lord
we have never had. | understand
this is the way the Lord intended
for us to always have communion
with Him.

When healing occurs my stand is
stronger and | am stronger than
before the pain occurred.

God restores that
strong stand | had prior to the
pain that got triggered.

For me, seeking healing has
come in many ways: mostly in my
CK group: from my leader Donna
Zorn, her prayers, love and time
