All in all a very encouraging,
relaxed and informal time was
had by all.
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oses had done his best to represent God, yet

the people were worshipping a golden cow

created by a man. What were they thinking? It
was not right. It was not fair. It was not the will of God.
After three thousand died for their folly, there still was the
sense that man was forever under the power of sin.
Moses was perplexed by the events that were taking
place as they took on a life of their own, developing faster
than his ability to comprehend.

As covenant keepers we have experienced the anguish of
broken promises and sin run amuck. We have viewed our
life in its disarray and wondered how a covenant was
turned to idolatry in such a short time. We were tempted
to throw down the promises of God and simply walk away.
But, like Moses, we ambled back up the mountain to meet
with God.

Moses prayed for three things when he met with God for
the second time. We read in Exodus 33:12-18:

Then Moses said to the LORD, "See, You say to
me, ' Bring up this people!" But You Yourself have
not let me know whom You will send with me.
Moreover, You have said, 'l have known you by
name, and you have also found favor in My sight.'
"Now therefore, | pray You, if | have found favor in
Your sight, let me know Your ways that | may
know You, so that | may find favor in Your sight.
Consider too, that this nation is Your people." And
He said, " My presence shall go with you, and |
will give you rest." Then he said to Him, "If Your
presence does not go with us, do not lead us up
from here ."For how then can it be known that |
have found favor in Your sight, | and Your
people? Is it not by Your going with us, so that
we, | and Your people, may be distinguished from
all the other people who are upon the face of the
earth?" The LORD said to Moses, "I will also do
this thing of which you have spoken; for you have
found favor in My sight and | have known you by
name." Then Moses said, "l pray You, show me
Your glory!"

In this narrative we see Moses praying that he would,
“Know Your ways that | may know You, so that | may find
favor in Your sight.” When the promises are broken and
the sin of life rolls over you like a steamroller, what are

you to do? Most people turn from God and curse His
name. What they fail to realize is that only He has the
cure for the cancer that wants to eat your soul. We need
to run to God, not run away from Him. Sometimes we are
like a sea gull | found who had a broken wing. | was going
to take it to a bird veterinarian to get it help but all it did
was struggle and peck me. | finally bagged it and got it
some help; yet it struggled against the doctor and me the
entire time. We must seek to know God and to know His
ways. Anything else is foolishness and will lead to
destruction.

Moses not only wanted to know God and to know His
ways but he also desired to only go where God went. If
Father God was not going there then Moses was not
going either. The heart of the covenant keeper must cry
out as Moses cried out, “God | want your presence with
me. Nothing else matters.” If God is not where | am living |
want to change. If God is not in my thought life, | need to
stop what | am thinking. If God is not in the words that |
speak, | need to stop speaking until my words reflect His
presence with me. | want God's presence with me in
body, soul, and spirit.

Finally, Moses wanted to see God’s glory. Many people
misunderstand this prayer. The reason Moses wanted to
see the glory was not because he wanted an experience
or because of what it would do for him. The purpose of
glory is transformational. Moses wanted God more than
anything else in his life. He only wanted to be where God
was. His desire to see God'’s glory was for the purpose of
conforming his flesh further into the image of the Father
God he loved. When one sees God he is either changed
into His likeness by means of the glory, or he dies. For the
Christian, Jesus is the Glory. We need to be transformed
into His image. “And the Word became flesh, and dwelt
among us, and we saw His glory, glory as of the only
begotten from the Father, full of grace and truth.” John
1:14 NASU

Moses saw the back of God and was changed forever.
The covenant was empowered as a result of Moses’
prayer. Today you can walk in the covenant that appears
broken by simply desiring to know God, allowing His
presence to be with you and by allowing the glory of that
presence to change you into His image.

Three years ago | built a small flat for my daughter
and myself and rented out the family home on the
property. My last tenants moved in a year ago on the
recommendation of someone | work with. When they
moved in they brought with them the live-in boyfriend
of their teenage daughter whom they said was trying
to get off drugs.

To begin with things went reasonably well but
recently things turned nasty when a caravan was
parked outside my back door

the boyfriend was living there. Various
items began to go missing and groups
of shifty looking characters started
frequenting the caravan. We
suspected drugs were being used.

without my
permission. When | asked about it | was told a

The tenants then handed in notice
saying they could no longer afford
the rent and had decided to move. They
thanked me for all the help and kindness
extended them during their tenancy.
However, they became angry and during
the last week of their tenancy | had to call the police
five times because of threats to my person and
property. Finally, the tenants left owing $980 (NZ) in
unpaid rent, power and gas bills and misappropriated

property.

| felt | was not to pursue recovering the money from
them; instead | was to trust God. | also felt a
prompting that if | didn't go after the money, God
could somehow use the situation in the salvation of
the family and perhaps even the boyfriend, who was
very clearly back into drugs.

| decided | would trust God even though it would
mean a very difficult time financially, particularly as |
would have to do significant repairs to the house
before | could rent it, due to holes in the walls and
damage to the wallpaper and carpets. | was left with
no money for groceries after paying bills and | admit |
found it difficult to believe God would help.

Praise God, He is faithful, and several days later

\$5000 (NZ) was deposited into my bank account.

It was a legacy from my only New Zealand
relative who had died the past January. The
money became available on the very day | so
desperately needed it.

( Because there would be so many

repair costs | was fleetingly tempted

‘ to delay paying my tithes on the

$5000 but praise God, | was given
the grace to resist that temptation.

So in less than two weeks | went

from having been defrauded of

almost a thousand dollars and being
severely financially strapped to having
more than enough! | believe this blessing was simply
God honoring His Word and because | obeyed His
direction and did not give in to the desire for
retribution, revenge or resentment. In fact, God has
given me abundant grace to pray for mercy for those
who have taken advantage of me.

| praise God that He led me so clearly, gave me the
grace to obey Him, and provided for my needs so
incredibly abundantly!

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God speaks in many ways to us
through His word, music, our
jobs, children and grandchildren,
nature, prayer and fasting,
dreams, friendships, laughter,
and our stands for our marriages
and families, our conference
every year and other get-to-
gathers. I'm sure you could add
many more to the list.

A long time ago my husband
came home late and was lying
exhausted over our bed and the
Lord said to me, "Peter Rabbit." |
began to ponder the childhood
story and saw the similarity. The
mother rabbit told her children to
go down the lane to pick
blackberries but to stay away
from McGregor's garden because
their father had met his fate in
that place and became a pie
(sins of the fathers).

Now Peter, who had the sin of
rebellion lurking in his heart,
looked at the beautiful garden of
delights and couldn't resist. He
jumped over the wall and began
to eat and eat till his stomach
ached (sound familiar?).

| like to refer to Mr. McGregor as
the devil since his one purpose
was to steal, kil and destroy
Peter. He was on Peter in no
time and the garden was no fun
anymore.

Peter was in a constant panic to
find the gate (Jesus) and get out
to freedom. He finally found the
gate and ran and ran with
McGregor on his heels. He
looked back once only to see his
coat and shoes but could not
retrieve them. Now free, he was
afraid to go home (prodigal
Peter). He went home to Momma
who was so relieved to see him.
She put him to bed without any

supper and gave him a dose of
tea. She forgave him and Peter
was home safe.

Another time the Lord spoke to
me as being a Humpty Dumpy. |
had a great fall and all the King's
horses and all the King's men
couldn't put me together again,
but King Jesus could and did. He
healed my broken heart and
bound up all my wounds.

Then there is the Land of Oz,
which really relates to my stand.
My home was taken up in a
terrible spiritual storm and |
landed in a strange place. | had
the devil after me (the wicked
witch) and a phony witch who
glittered and put the shoes on me
and flew away. Then | went to
meet the phony wizard who
couldn't help at all. Thank God |
met some covenant keepers
along the way to accompany me
on this journey. Finally as Glenda
stood before Dorothy and said,
"What did you learn from this?"
her reply was, "There is no place
like home." Then Jesus stood
before me and asked me the
same question and my answer
was "l learned to make you first,
Lord."

The Lord has spoken to me
through many movies too. | went
to see Rocky vs. the Russian
with my son and | remember the
trainer saying to Rocky that he
was going to go through hell but
in the end he would be standing.
The training was rigorous and
tough as our stands are, but we
have the final round.

In closing | would like to share of
a time early in my stand when
God mightily spoke to me. | was
really mad at God. | was at a stop
sign with tears streaming down

my face screaming at Him. "Why
did you take this man from me?
He was the only one in my life
who ever truly loved me. |
thought you were God and could
do anything - why didn't you stop
it?"

The Lord began to speak to me
clearly and this is what He said, "l
gave your husband the eyes to
see you and love you with my
love. When he withdrew his love
on a human level | never stopped
loving you. | will always love and
affrm you and make you the
woman | created you to be. Your
husband will see you though my
eyes once again. | will never
leave you or forsake you." And
what did | learn from all this? |
learned to make God first.

My prayer for this article is to
make you think of the times God
has spoken to you through His
word, music, family, friends,
movies, jobs, children and
grandchildren, through nature,
mountains and oceans, etc.;
prayer and fasting, dreams,
laughter and especially standing
for your mate.

God bless you all in this New
Year and may you all hear from
Him in ways you never could
dream or imagine. He speaks to
us in many ways. Be aware of
His voice and His never ending
love for you, your spouse, and
your family.
