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believe we are in a season of break-
throughs and a season of sud-
denlies. I also believe that even 
though we have only three months 

remaining in 2007, we will experience quick 
and sudden moves of the Holy Spirit con-
cerning promises from God’s Word that we 
have been claiming for a very long time. 

God put promises and dreams in our hearts 
that we have not seen come to pass. 
Things we know are God’s will, even 
though we have not seen them in the natu-

ral. Romans 9:28 says, "For he will finish the work, and cut it 
short in righteousness: because a short work will t he Lord 
make upon the earth."  KJV  

We know from experience that we can not bring these promises to 
pass. Only God can, by His righteousness. Many of us have stood 
long and hard and fought many battles over the years. Yet we are 
still holding on to the promises of God, even though many have lost 
the excitement and expectancy that our God can and will move 
quickly and suddenly! 

God is the author and finisher of our faith and what He has started 
He will finish! "Being confident of this very thing, that He who 
has begun a good work in you will complete it until  the day of 
Jesus Christ."  Phil 1:6-7 NKJV  

We must not get in the flesh and try to force God to move in our 
situations, but wait on God to bring them forth in righteousness. 
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Otherwise we will have problems like Abraham and Sarah. The arm of the flesh always produces an 
Ishmael. 

This is the year of the open door. Let’s go through that door to victory! Let’s 
press in with praise, worship, and prayer and believe God for suddenlies. If 
God can change a hard-hearted man like Saul suddenly, then our mates 
and the mountains we face are no problem for Him. 

Acts 9:1-7: But Paul, threatening with every breath and eager t o de-
stroy every Christian, went to the High Priest in J erusalem. He re-
quested a letter addressed to synagogues in Damascu s, requiring 
their cooperation in the persecution of any believe rs he found there, 
both men and women, so that he could bring them in chains to Jeru-
salem. As he was nearing Damascus on this mission, suddenly a bril-

liant light from heaven spotted down upon him! He f ell to the ground and heard a voice saying 
to him, "Paul! Paul! Why are you persecuting me?" " Who is speaking, sir?" Paul asked. And 
the voice replied, "I am Jesus, the one you are per secuting!"  TLB 

We have labored long and hard for our harvest. Let’s press in to victory and receive our suddenlies, 
and give all praise and glory to God! 

Matt 28:7-10: "And now, go quickly and tell his disciples that he has risen from the dead…" The 
women ran from the tomb… and as they were running, suddenly  Jesus was there in front of them 
and they fell to the ground before him, holding his feet and worshiping him. TLB

I am amazed how the Lord in His 
providence can use the smallest 
thing to accomplish his will. When I 
speak of the providence of the Lord, I 
am referring to God’s love and power guiding 
mankind through divine intervention. Provi-
dence is the wisdom, care, and guidance 
provided by God.  In Exodus 2 the narrative of 
the birth of Moses and his subsequent adop-
tion by the daughter of the Pharaoh is deline-
ated. This is a perfect example of the provi-
dence of God. If you recall, the Pharaoh had 
ordered that all Hebrew male babies be cast 
into the Nile and drowned. He was concerned 
that Israel would someday overthrow him or his 
heirs. After three months of disobeying the 
edict, the mother of Moses made a basket and 
set the babe adrift in the Nile, with his older sis-
ter keeping watch from the bank. When the 
daughter of Pharaoh came to bathe, she saw 
the basket and sent a slave to fetch it for her. 
The narrative continues in Exodus 2:6 – 10: 

"And when she opened it, she saw the child, and 
behold, the baby wept. So she had compassion 
on him, and said, ‘This is one of the Hebrews' 
children.’ Then his sister said to Pharaoh's daugh-
ter, ’Shall I go and call a nurse for you from the 
Hebrew women, that she may nurse the child for 
you?’  

 And Pharaoh's daughter said to her, ‘Go.’ So the 
maiden went and called the child's mother. Then 
Pharaoh's daughter said to her, ‘Take this child 
away and nurse him for me, and I will give  you 
your wages.’ So the woman took the child and 
nursed him. And the child grew, and she brought 
him to Pharaoh's daughter, and he became her 
son. So she called his name Moses, saying, ‘Be-
cause I drew him out of the water.’"  

Notice that the babe did not cry until the Egyp-
tian princess looked at him. The tears of the 
baby did not come until they could melt her 
heart.  

Billy Sunday, when preaching on this subject, 
said: "Many people wonder what angels do. 
Well, one kept the crocodiles at bay, while the 
other pinched the baby at the right time." That 
may be, but regardless of how God in His 
providence worked, the tears of the baby 
saved his life and, therefore, the course of a 
nation. 

Pharaoh ordered all Jewish boys to be 
drowned in the Nile, but you cannot cancel 
God’s purposes by issuing mandates against 
them. The decree of Pharaoh could not touch 
Moses. Goliath’s laughter could not frighten 
David, nor could his armor withstand the shep-
herd boy who is on the side of the Lord. The 
flames of Nebuchadnezzar’s furnace could not 
consume the Hebrew children. Herod’s sol-
diers, their swords blunted with slaughter, 
could not touch the Christ Child in the manger. 
The storm on the Sea of Galilee could not cap-
size the boat on which the Savior slept. 

When Jesus was buried in the tomb they 
sealed the grave, setting upon it the official 
seal of the Roman Empire. Pilate mounted sol-
diers and took every precaution, but they could 
not keep Jesus in the tomb. The great seal of 
the Roman Empire could not stop the power of 
the resurrection. All the unbelief in the world 
does not make the Bible untrue. All the devils 
in and out of hell cannot destroy the believer 
who trusts in His Lord. All the sickness, sorrow, 
and death of the world cannot overshadow or 
overpower the saint who cries out to his God 
for mercy and grace.  
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The foolishness of your mate cannot nullify the 
covenant of the Living God. The Providence of 
God is working on your behalf and as long as 
He is on the throne, His will shall come to frui-
tion.  

We first must recognize God has a plan. 
Jeremiah 29:11 says: "For I know the plans that I  
have for you, declares the L ORD, plans for  welfare and not 
for calamity to give you a future and a  hope."  

God knows the plan for you and most of the 
time He keeps the plan to Himself. This is 
bothersome but in the context of His great love 
for us it is part of the walk of faith. His plans for 
you are good. Because His nature is love, His 
plans from birth express that love for you. The 
goal of the plan is to give you a future and a 
hope. In the midst of your current 
situation God, in His providence, is 
for you and your future hope. 

Secondly, we must honor God 
while on the journey. Proverbs 3:5- 
8 says:  

"Trust in the L ORD with all your heart 
and do not lean on your own 
understanding. In all your ways 
acknowledge Him, and He will make 
your paths straight. Do not be wise in 
your own eyes;  Fear the L ORD and turn 
away from evil. It will be healing to your 
body and refreshment to your bones." 

It is important to trust in the plan 
with your heart, not your brain. Your own un-
derstanding will lie and misunderstand God. 
Your understanding will think evil of God or be-
lieve He has forgotten you in His providence. 
As you acknowledge Him as the Master Plan-
ner of your life He will make your path straight. 
A straight path is a path that reaches the desti-
nation the quickest. As you proceed, fear the 
Lord, thus turning from evil. It will be healing to 
your body and refreshment to your bones. In 
other words, the journey will add to your life, 
not take away from you. 

Finally, one needs to praise Him in all things. 

Phil 4:10-14: "But I rejoiced in the Lord greatly, that 
now at last you have revived your concern for me; i ndeed, 
you were concerned before , but you lacked opportunity. 
Not that I speak  from want, for I have learned to be content 
in whatever circumstances I am. I know how to get a long 
with humble means, and I also know how to live in p ros-

perity; in any and every circumstance I have learne d the 
secret of being filled and going hungry, both of ha ving 
abundance and suffering need. I can do all things t hrough 
Him who  strengthens me." 

In God’s providence there is no lack. The se-
cret is faith in the providence of God; faith in 
His plans for your life. You can do all things 
because you are in His plan, and His plan 
works for you. We have confidence that God 
knows what He is doing and that in His love we 
can prevail in every situation.  

About 100 years ago a father, mother, and 
their young son traveled from England to Scot-
land to vacation. One day the boy found an in-
viting swimming hole, and like any other boy 
took off his clothes and jumped in. Lost in time 

he went further from the bank and 
when his legs cramped up, began 
to drown. As he cried out for help, 
a poor farm boy in the adjacent 
field came to his rescue.  

In gratefulness, the father of the 
English boy asked the poor farm 
boy what he wanted to be when he 
grew up. "I guess a farmer like my 
father." "Is that what you really 
want to be?" the English 
gentleman inquired. The boy 
replied that he really wanted to be 
a doctor, but his family had no 

money for schooling. The Englishman told the 
boy to make all arrangements and that He 
would fund them completely. The Scottish boy 
became a doctor. 

In 1943 Winston Churchill, the Prime Minister 
of England during WW2, was in North Africa 
suffering with pneumonia, and they feared he 
would die. His doctor asked Sir Alexander 
Fleming, the discoverer of the new wonder 
drug, penicillin, to fly to Africa to attend to the 
statesman. Taking off on a fast bomber, Sir 
Alexander Fleming arrived in a few hours and 
administered the drug, and for the second time, 
saved Winston Churchill’s life, for Fleming was 
the poor Scottish farm boy of Churchill’s youth.

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It used to be that when I read or thought about this 
scripture I would get angry and say, "Ok, God, this 
is not the family that I want! Everybody gets a real 
family, but I get some random group of people that 
are not my flesh and blood, and I’m supposed to be 
happy with calling them ‘family’? Even though it 
didn’t seem fair, God began changing my heart. 

My beloved husband left our home just as we were 
preparing to have children. I have lived by myself 
for the last 8 years, and it has pained me to watch 
my friends enlarging their families. I hold to a prom-
ise of my husband’s return and children of our own, 
but "hope deferred makes the heart sick," and I 
have been sick in my heart. However, God is show-
ing me something new. The people that I thought 
would be in my life right now – my sphere of influ-
ence – I thought would be my husband and chil-
dren. However, these are not the people that I am 
surrounded by every day. Instead, I am surrounded 
by people at the gym, at work, at church, my friends 
and my special Covenant Keeper friends. 

God puts the solitary in families, but this "family" 
was not good enough for me, that is, until God 
started working on my heart about my own plans 
and purposes for my life. I had a very definite plan 
for my life, and this wasn’t it. God has been show-
ing me that it will be impossible for me to love His 
children here on earth if I hold so tightly to my own 
plans and dreams, because His children interrupt 
these dreams and plans on a daily basis! So when I 
start laying my plans and dreams down at His feet

time.

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In 1987 I had been asking the Lord about having a 
special day of prayer and fasting and calling it Yellow 
Ribbon Day to reclaim Halloween and make it a holy 
day. I turned on the TV to watch 700 CLUB on CBN 
and Ben Kinchlow was praying. He said, "I keep see-
ing something yellow. I don’t know what it is or what it 
means but God wants someone to know that what 
you are planning is right and it will be blessed by 
Him." 

This October 31st in more than 75 countries, Cove-
nant Keepers will join together in fasting and prayer 
for our nations, homes, and families. We also invite 
you to join other covenant keepers at a meeting in 
your area or region on or near that date. 

We traditionally tie bright yellow ribbons around trees 
or place one on our front door to symbolize our 
mates, children, and loved ones being held captive. A 
captive is anyone being held in bondage to some-
thing such as alcohol, drugs, gangs, occults, adultery 
or sexual perversion, or deception. 

Everyone is encouraged to participate. Fasting is a 
voluntary abstinence from food for one or more 
meals. If you have never fasted, we suggest fasting 
only one meal. If medical problems prevent you from 
fasting, certain foods such as sweets or soft drinks 
could be given up. Another suggestion is to fast tele-
vision and spend that time in prayer. One lady fasted 
her mouth! She said her tongue had been the cause 
of much heartache, so she didn’t talk for one full day. 
(For a handout sheet on fasting contact see our 
home page.) 

Going without food and experiencing hunger is not 
fasting. Fasting should always be accompanied by 
prayer, ministering to the Lord, and spending time in 
the Word. Joel 2:12 says, "Therefore, also now, says 
the Lord, turn and keep on coming to Me with all your 
heart, with fasting, with weeping and with mourning 

[until every hindrance is removed and the broken fel-
lowship is restored]." AMP 

Isaiah 58:6 says God’s chosen fast is "…to loose the 
bands of wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, 
and to let the oppressed go free, and that you break 
every yoke." By joining together, we can pull down 
strongholds and destroy Satan’s plans for our nations 
and families. 2 Corinthians 10:3-5 

We especially pray for salvation for our loved ones, 
friends and neighbors and those with whom we work. 
We pray for our leaders on a national, state and local 
level, our young people and our school systems. We 
pray against terrorist attacks around the world. 

Because of our blood covenant with Jesus we can 
stand in the gap for our loved ones and believe God 
to do a mighty work. 1 Corinthians 13:8 says, "Love 
never fails." Therefore, love is the most powerful in-
gredient in intercession. In fact, without love our faith 
won’t produce the results we desire. Galatians 5:6 
says that our faith works by love. Many times we do 
not see results even though our confession is right 
and we truly believe God’s word, because we are not 
walking in love. We can’t plead the promises and vio-
late God’s principles. 

Because of our marital situations we are prone to 
compare ourselves with our mates. As a result, we 
often think we are loving and forgiving because we 
are standing for the healing of our marriages. How-
ever, we need to allow God’s Word to be the measur-
ing stick for our love, not our mates or others.  

Any time we release love into a situation we are re-
leasing Jesus and He is in control of the outcome.
