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                       alentinus was a priest who served during the third 
                       century in Rome. When Emperor Claudius II decided 
                   that single men made better soldiers than those with 
                families, he outlawed marriage for young men. Valentinus, realiz-
ing the injustice of this injunction, defied the Emperor and continued to per-
form marriage ceremonies. When this became known to Claudius II, he 
sentenced him to death. While in jail, Valentinus fell in love with the jailer's 
daughter and died a martyr. He reportedly signed his last letter to the 
jailer's daughter, "Love, Your Valentine." 

Valentine's Day is a day that has been perverted by the ungodly but in it’s 
roots it is a day that stands for covenant marriage. The Catholic Church 
made Valentinus a saint because he gave his life for the sanctity of cove-
nant marriage. In the third century marriage in the church was considered a 
sacrament on equal plane with Baptism, the Lord's Supper or Communion, 
and Anointing with Oil. 

The difficulty with Valentine’s Day for many covenant keepers is the fact 
that their valentine is either gone or with someone else. Therefore, the en-
tire day could be a sober reminder of the broken covenant. What I want to 
point out is that the day is not a reminder of that which is broken but rather 
a testimony of that which is still intact and valid before God Almighty.  

Valentinus died for covenant marriage and for true God-inspired love. The 
day should be a celebration of the validity of your covenant and the endur-
ing nature of covenantal love. This is a day to celebrate COVENANT  
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love, not lust or infatuation or the drive of the flesh. 

In Revelation 22:16-17 we read a most gracious invi-
tation to come:  

"I, Jesus, have sent My angel to testify to 
you these things for the churches. I am 
the root and the descendant of David, the 
bright morning star."  The Spirit and the 
bride say, "Come." And let the one who 
hears say, "Come." And let the one who is 
thirsty come; let the one who wishes take 
the water of life without cost.” 

Jesus invites you this day to come to Him and allow 
the Spirit of the Bride to give you the healing waters 
of life. The enemy of your soul desires you to be de-
pressed or to place you in the bitter pools of self-pity. 
To languish in the past hurts of rejection and betrayal 
rather than living in the present reality of the love of 
God, is the devil's work. Hear what the Bright Morn-
ing Star is saying, "Come. And let the one who is 
thirsty come; let the one who wishes take the wa-
ter of life without cost."   

The truth is that covenant love is love that never dies 
or runs dry. As you drink of the wells of Heaven you 
fill the cisterns of your heart.  

Therefore you are able to love those who neither de-
serve your love nor return your love. It is the fullness 
that you receive from God that supplies that which 
you give out to others. All you have to do is to drink 
of the waters. 

Notice that the scripture states. "And let the one 
who is thirsty come."  The criterion that motivates 
you to come is thirst. I was working outside on a sul-
try Oklahoma summer day with a couple of young 
men. I drank a number of bottles of water while they 
were downing sodas. Both of them had to stop be-
cause of the heat. They were thirsty but drank “pre-
tend” drinks. We as covenant keepers can be thirsty 
and try to satisfy that thirst with the drinks of the 
world, the liquid of self-loathing, or the acetic taste of 
bitterness. None of these hydrates the spirit and pro-
duces life.  

We choose the springs that come forth from the 
heart of the Holy Spirit. We choose to satisfy our 
souls with the waters of life. The situations that sur-
round us make us thirsty but we are only satisfied by 
"the root and the descendant of David, the Bright 
Morning Star."  This Valentine's Day drink of the 
love of the Father and be at peace as you uphold the 
true meaning of the celebration.

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Deception plays an impor-
tant role in the breakup of 
every marriage. One or 

both partners become convinced that the love is 
gone and the marriage will never work. Deception 
often gets to the point where at least one partner be-
lieves they are divorcing for the good of the other 
person. 

We are warned over and over in the Word of God to 
guard against deception, especially in the last days 
before the return of Christ. Deception is the tool Sa-
tan will use to trap many believers. 

We need to understand the enemy’s tool of decep-
tion so that we will not be overcome by evil or be de-
stroyed by a lack of knowledge. “Be not overcome 
of evil, but overcome evil with good.” ( Romans 
12:21) “My people are destroyed for lack of 
knowledge.” Hosea 4:6  

 Webster’s Dictionary defines deception as:  to de-
ceive, delude, beguile or ensnare. To deceive is to:  
cause to believe an untruth; implies the imposing of 
a false idea or belief that causes bewilderment or 
helplessness or furthers the agent’s purpose. 

By its very nature deception is difficult to understand. 
We cannot recognize deception as long as we are 
deceived. When we have a mate who has entered 
into deception, we cannot understand their actions. 
Often we try to reason with them, but to no effect. 

SUBTLETY OF DECEPTION 

Basic to the condition of being in deception is a lack 
of realization that you are deceived. In other words, 
persons who are deceived do not know they are de-
ceived. When a person is in deception it not only af-
fects their actions but also their perception of the ac-
tions and motives of others. Their perception is 
based on deception. 

Deception is both gradual and subtle. By its very na-
ture deception is difficult, if not impossible to recog-
nize in yourself. When recognized, deception is usu-
ally not where you think it is. In Judges 16:4-20 the 
story of Samson illustrates this.  

Because Samson hardened his heart to God with 
regard to ungodly relationships, he became de-
ceived. This story illustrates the subtlety of decep-
tion. Samson did not realize that he was deceived. 
Deception blinded him to the nature of the sin that he 
was in. While he resisted Delilah’s many attempts to 
cause him to compromise, the deception progressed 
until he became so weary that he told her the true 
nature of his strength. 

Deception gradually robbed Samson of his walk with 
God to the point that he was not even aware of the 
presence or absence of God in his life. In verse 20 
we read, “But he did not know that the Lord had 
left him.” As a result of deception Samson lost his 
God-given strength and Israel lost an effective leader 
against their enemies.   

Persons in deception become unable to understand 
the truth about the area where they are deceived and 
lose the ability and discernment to recognize what is 
not of God. 

PROGRESSION OF DECEPTION 

Deception is a progressive condition. However, just 
as in the start of an infection, deception must have a 
beginning and an opening for it to occur. Satan 
works through human weaknesses and through 
temptation. He tempts us today in the same manner 
he tempted Eve (Genesis 3:6). Evil imaginations also 
provide an opening for deception (Job 3:25). Satan 
will try to have us worry and think about negative 
situations:  about what could happen. 

Satan entered into deception when he believed in his 
own strength and power. Through pride he opened 
the door to deception and lost his position as chief 
among God’s angels. “And he said unto them, I 
beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven.” Luke 
10:18; Isaiah 14: 12-16 

Other important openings that enable Satan to bring 
deception into our lives include:   judging others, re-
venge, unforgiveness, bitterness and refusing 
correction. 
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EFFECTS OF DECEPTION 

Deception and disobedience cannot be separated. 
Where you find one, you will find the other. Where 
there is disobedience, insensitivity to the Holy Spirit 
grows. Hebrews 3: 15 says, “Today if you hear 
God’s voice speaking to you, do not harden your 
hearts against him, as the people of Israel did 
when they rebelled against him in the desert.”    

Another result of entering into deception is an inabil-
ity to keep commitments and tell the truth. When we 
have a mate who claims to be a Christian and acts 
like this, it seems incredible. They are blinded and do 
not recognize their error. “Having the understand-
ing darkened, being alienated from the life of God 
through the ignorance that is in them, because of 
the blindness of their heart.” ( Ephesians 4:19) 
Also, when we are dealing with someone who blows 
up or gets angry, remember that anger and hatred 
are fruits of deception. “Whose hatred is covered 
by deceit, his wickedness shall be shewed before 
the whole congregation.”  Proverbs 26:26 KJV   

GOD’S STANDARD 

No matter what the appearance or situation may 
seem, we can believe God’s Word. Isaiah 60:2 says, 
“For behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, 
and gross darkness the people; but the Lord 
shall arise upon thee, and his glory shall be seen 
upon thee.”  

The darkness may get stronger and stronger but 
God’s light gets brighter and brighter! It may seem 
that deception is like the flood in Isaiah 59:19, how-
ever, we serve a God who can raise up a standard 
and put the enemy to flight if we will not only stand, 
but couple His Word with corresponding actions. “No 
weapon formed against you will prosper.” Isaiah 
54:17

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Vs. 3 - Happy are the poor in spirit.  What does it 
mean to be poor in spirit? It is to be humble. Being 
humble shows our conscious need of Jesus in every-
thing: thought, word and deed. It means to be sensi-
tive that we are fallen man, that there is no right-
eousness of our own. A humble person gratefully 
accepts their mission to stand and keep standing. 
Jesus chooses to bless us and to rest the Father's 
power on us. To develop this attitude, draw close to 
God in humbleness of spirit. He will revive your soul. 
In being humble, our Abba Father promises to open 
the windows of heaven for us. 

Vs. 4 - Happy are the mourners.  A mourner grieves 
over sin, hates what God hates and loves what God 
loves. A mourner longs for spiritual blessings accord-
ing to His directions. He believes Christ preserves, 
praises God in everything, imitates Christ, and per-
mits chastening knowing that through it God is pre-
paring us for the everlasting joy of heaven. Mourners 
receive the Holy Spirit’s comfort in everything they 
are going through. 

Vs. 5 - Happy are the meek. We must show our be-
loved spouses no anger for the things said or 
done, ever. To develop an attitude of meekness, 
submit your life to the kingship of Jesus. A meek 
covenant keeper is growing spiritually, is gentle 
and forgiving, submissive and teachable, patient, 
and faithful in the midst of unfaithfulness, and 
will receive an earthly heritage. 

Vs. 6 - Happy are the spiritually hungry.  When the 
Lord spoke to Joshua in 1:8 he said, “This book of 
the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you 
shall meditate on it day and night, that you may ob-
serve to do according to all that is written in it. For 
then you will make your way prosperous, and then  

 

you will have good success.” As we hunger after the 
Lord and meditate like Joshua, we can conquer the 
giants in our lives. Those that hunger and thirst after 
righteousness prosper, desire to do right, wait in joy, 
advance on, and crave righteousness. In the end we 
receive what we desire, and are satisfied. 

Vs. 7 - Happy are those that are merciful.  To show 
mercy toward an offender means we cannot have 
any bitterness towards them. Mercy shows pity and 
pardon, helps when one is in need. Mercy always 
gives and forgives, feels the sufferings of our 
spouses, and is compassionate toward them. To de-
velop a merciful heart, we are to love others as 
Christ loved us, giving Himself up for us. With mercy 
God will give us a vision and we will in turn receive 
mercy from others. 

Vs. 8 - Happy are the pure in heart.  With a pure 
heart we have God’s wisdom, not man's. We see 
what God sees and are freed from the dominion and 
pollution of sin. A clean heart will be accompanied by 
a clean life and our motives and thoughts are pure. 
To develop a pure heart, seek to know God better. 
God reveals Himself to us in His Word. Spend time 
reading Scripture and get to know God on a personal 
level. He will speak to you if you have a heart that 
seeks to know Him more and more.  

Vs. 9 - Happy are the peacemakers.  A peacemaker 
always has a good name and doesn’t react to others 
"pushing our buttons." A peacemaker calms the 
storms of life and the ultimate peace is shared with 
others as a soul-winner. A soul-winner is an heir ac-
cording to His promise. 

Vs. 10-12 – Happy are the persecuted.  Are you 
feeling persecuted right now? When others perse-
cute and revile us, we are to consider this as a bless-
ing. It is the evidence that we are the children of 
God. We know He will defend us, so we don’t have 
to defend ourselves. Persecution creates lasting joy. 
Through persecution we can be quiet, meek and pa-
tient. Actually, persecution is the summit of our stand 
and creates lasting rewards! 

May the Beatitudes encourage you in your stand for 
the healing of your marriage. Jesus is the fulfillment 
of the Beatitudes. Seek to be more like Christ in your 
thoughts, words, and actions. God promises bless-
ings for all who abide by His commands. God's re-
wards are eternal, while worldly rewards are tempo-
rary.

We worked it out and I felt 
that our marriage was even stronger as we recom-
mitted ourselves to each other. 

Several years later my world did collapse as I 
watched my husband leave with all his possessions 
stuffed into brown paper grocery bags. In total 
shock, I watched him methodically empty drawer af-
ter drawer. It only took him minutes to erase any re-
minders of himself in our home. His closet was bare; 
all of his belongings were whisked away. 

God stood beside me on that morning bringing me 
instant strength. I stood stoically and silently watch-
ing in horror what was happening. God spoke to me 
and enveloped me in His grace. 

In the ensuing years God has reassured me that He 
has seen my tears and heard the outpouring of my 

heart. He has promised to turn my tears to joy. I 
have learned to walk and grow in His grace. He is 
making me into a more beautiful person. Even 
though I did not like the pain I had to go through, I 
cherish the new me. 

God has brought me to wisdom and knowledge. He 
is in total control. Someday, I will see my husband 
come home. He will be one of the redeemed God 
speaks about, singing and praising His name as he 
returns. 

God showed me in the Luke 11 passage that the 
spirit of deception had entered my husband’s heart. 
Even though he confessed his indiscretion to me, he 
asked that no one else be told. I made that promise 
to him, and he promised he would never be unfaith-
ful again. 

Years later he fell again, and yes, it was much 
worse. Now other spirits had joined the spirit of de-
ception. The result was the total destruction of every-
thing that made up my world: our marriage, our 
home, and our family life. 

But, I know that I know that I know this is not the end 
of the story. Jesus died on the cross and shed His 
beautiful blood to cleanse us. The battle has been 
fought and Jesus is the victor. God is in control. Just 
as He has been 
refilling and re-
molding me, I know 
that He is doing the 
same in my hus-
band’s life. I give God 
praise and thanks for 
the work He is doing 
in our lives.

All I want to say is that, after sixteen years of being re-
married and having just experienced Christmas with my 
wife, our son, our daughters, their husbands and two 
grandsons, it is worth all the questions, disappointments, 
and discouragements. 

Family was God's idea. We choose the person we enter 
into one flesh covenant marriage with and from that point 
we begin to see and understand our mate is not every-
thing we thought they were.

This making and 
becoming one flesh is His deal.  

So, standing for our mate is God's will and I 
think it is how God really gets our attention. 
Standing is an honorable thing to do. So is for-
giving, so is turning the other cheek, so is giv-
ing; giving when you are the one in need.
