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Trees and electrical lines broke from the weight of 
the ice, leaving over 123,000 homes in the area 
without power. Churches and Centers opened 
their facilities and provided beds, food and a 
warm place to stay for the thousands who could 
not remain in their homes. The National Guard 
and the Red Cross assisted also.   

Even after the major streets were clear, our office 
parking lot was a solid sheet of ice, making ac-
cess very dangerous. Our staff managed to work 

only a few days that week. We apologize for not being here to take your 
calls and prayer requests. 

That same week I was scheduled to travel to Texas to an annual Minis-
ter’s Conference. Because of the ice I was one day late in arriving, only 
to learn that a winter front was also moving into that area later in the 
week. However, we were able to attend the meetings and made it back 
home safely. 

As you can imagine, my staff and I were behind with our work in the of-
fice, especially with preparing and mailing the Statement of Giving letter 
for 2006 to all our supporters. Finally, after facing several challenges 
with new software, the letters were taken to the Post Office! We now 
had a week to prepare and send the newsletter, Covenant Comments, 
to the printer.  

Sound familiar? I’m sure that most of you have been faced with frustrat-
ing situations such as ours.  What do we do when it appears the enemy 
is throwing everything he can at us and, seemingly, he is winning?
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Year of the Open Door 

God spoke to one of His prophets 
that 2007 is The Year of the 
Open Door. “Behold, I have set 
before you an open door, 
which no one is able to shut.” 
Rev 3:8 

I believe the door is open for 
many marriages to be healed this 
year. In fact, many are already in 
the process.  Never have we had 
so many reports of couples 
spending time together and 
prodigals contacting their mates 
after being absent for several 
years. Satan will certainly try to 
prevent us from walking through 
the door to restoration, but we are 
not ignorant of his plans.  

“Be careful - watch out for attacks 
from Satan, your great enemy. 
He prowls around like a hungry, 
roaring lion, looking for some vic-
tim to tear apart. Stand firm when 

he attacks. Trust the Lord; and remember that other Christians all 
around the world are going through these sufferings too.” 1 Peter 5:8 

We are not only warned to watch for Satan’s attacks, we are told to 
stand firm.  The enemy wants us to get discouraged and give up so that

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ometimes Christians ask me to pray for them 
because they are waiting for Jesus to deliver 
them from their thoughts. They are discour-

aged and constantly seeking help. They think free-
dom means never having a bad thought. This is not 
true. Victory  means  knowing what to do with bad 
thoughts!  We are not to be passive and accept 
every thought that comes into our head, but to take 
every thought captive to the obedience of Christ. 

2 Corinthians 10:5 “Casting down imaginations, and 
every high thing that is exalted against the knowl-
edge of God, and bringing every thought into captiv-
ity to the obedience of Christ.” 

How The Mind Works 
Our culture tells us, "You are what you think." The 
truth is you are what you do with what you think! Can 
we control our thoughts? Well, yes and no. Here is 
how it works. 

1. Our mind is like a chalk board. We use our 
minds by writing our thoughts on it. We can do math, 
write letters or whatever on the chalk board. The 
chalk board is not you, it's how and where you think. 
The real you is much deeper than that.  

2. God also writes on the chalk board of our 
mind.  The Lord created our minds to work with 
thoughts. When we were saved that didn't change. 
The mind has thoughts, the will has desires, the 
emotions have feelings. But God also puts His 
thoughts in our minds. That's the only way he can 
speak to our minds, because our minds operate by 
thought. When we see a thought on the chalkboard 
that we know we didn't think, it may have come from 
God. This is what 1Cor 2:16 means "....we have the 
mind of Christ." 

3. The devil, or any other spirit, also can write 
thoughts into our minds.  This is how spirits talk to 
man. Many Christians are upset with the idea that a 

demon may talk to them. The truth is, the words of 
the devil are everywhere. They come to your mind 
through natural means. You read them or hear them 
on TV. The devil even spoke to Jesus. The issue is 
not that a demon may write on your "chalkboard," but 
that you recognize it and take the eraser to it! 
Ananias and Sapphira are an example of Christians 
who heard the devil, and because of their covetous-
ness, accepted the deception. (Acts 5:1-11) 

Recognizing The Source 
1 John 4:1 “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but 
prove the spirits, whether they are of God; because 
many false prophets are gone out into the world.” 

When I have a thought “I know I didn't think," I need 
to discern where that thought comes from. There are 
three tests that can become automatic "screens" to 
filter our thought life.  

1. The Scripture Test - Does the thought agree with 
scripture? We know that anything that comes from 
the Lord will agree with the Word of God.  

I knew a minister who lost his wife to cancer. A 
Christian woman in another city thought God was 
telling her to leave her husband and marry this minis-
ter. She wrote letters to his office, but because they 
were so strange the secretary chose to file them. 
Eventually the woman said God told her to kill her 
husband! At that point it was all exposed and the 
woman’s pastor was contacted. 

This woman was passively receiving every thought 
as if it was from God. This is how Satan destroys 
lives. We need to apply the scripture test which says 
adultery and murder are sin! But what about things 
that may not have a scriptural context? We can use 
two other tests as well. 

2. The Character Test - This test is simple. Does the 
thought have the character of Jesus? Does it exalt

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Him or self? Is it pushy and demanding its own way, 
or does it leave time to be tested? Is it righteous and 
holy? If we can see Jesus in it that is a good sign 
that it comes from Him.

3. The Fruit Test - Finally, what is the ultimate fruit 
that will be produced by the thought? Does it exhibit 
the fruit of the Spirit? The devil entices the works of 
the flesh, but the Holy Spirit will encourage the fruit 
of the Spirit. 

Galatians 5:19-23 “Now the works of the flesh are 
manifest, which are these: fornication, uncleanness, 
lasciviousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, 
jealousies, wraths, factions, divisions, parties, envy-
ings, drunkenness, revellings, and such like.... But 
the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, 
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, meekness, self-
control; against such there is no law.”  

Take Every Thought Captive 
Once we recognize a thought is not from God we 
can take it captive. That means we are the boss of 
our minds and reject it. Literally, take the eraser and 
rub it out. We rebuke the devil who wrote it. Usually 
this works and once a believer gets the idea they 
have tremendous victories. But everyone has areas 

where we are "stuck" because our life experiences 
and beliefs about ourselves and others. We accept 
and hold the thought. 

One time I was in Niagara Falls and as I came up 
near the brink a strong thought came over me. 
"Climb over and jump. It will be over quickly," I re-
coiled and immediately recognized two things. 1. It 
was not me because I want to live. 2. It was the devil 
because he wants me dead! What was going on?  

Simple. Demons of suicide and death wait at the 
edge of the abyss. They speak to one person after 
another hoping to find someone who is depressed 
and kill them! They just picked the wrong guy! I re-
buked the devil sharply and it was over.  

Nothing In Me

Let’s remember to test the spirits and take the eraser 
and rub out the thoughts of the devil by rebuking him 
and his thoughts.  

Remember to use the scripture test, the character 
test and the fruit test and take every thought captive.

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n the book of 
Isaiah, chapter 49, 
verse 8 we read 

these words: Thus says the 
LORD, "In a favorable time I 
have answered You, and in a 
day of salvation I have 
helped You; and I will keep 
You and give You for a cove-
nant of the people, to restore 
the land, to make them in-
herit the desolate birthright.” 

 
This scripture is part of a dia-
logue Isaiah is hearing in 
heaven between Father God 
and Jesus prior to the incar-
nation.  We know the person 
being spoken to is Jesus be-
cause only Jesus was given 
“for a covenant of the peo-
ple, to restore the land, to 
make them (the recipients of 
the covenant) inherit the 
desolate birthright.”  The 
prophet was not given for the 
covenant, Israel was not 
given as a covenant, and 
neither was the law, for Paul 
states the Law was given to 
articulate our need for a sav-
ior.  Jesus the Messiah was 
given as the covenant. 
 
Jesus was a gift given to us 
from the Father to restore us 
and to bring our rightful birth-
right back to us.  That which 
the devil stole, Jesus has 
and is reclaiming for His 
glory and depositing it to us.  
That which Jesus has and 
possesses we, based on the 

covenant, also have.  That is why we can boldly proclaim our mar-
riages are healed because Jesus is restoring all that the devil 
robbed, killed and destroyed.  
 

Prophecy from Pastor Ken 
 
The Lord would say:  “I have given 
My Son as a covenant for you.  He 
is your possession. That which He 
possesses, you, through faith, 
also possess.  
 
Has He power? That power is 
yours to support and strengthen 
you, to overcome your enemies, 
and to preserve you even to the 
end.  His power is stronger than 
sin and greater than death.  
 
Has He love? There is not a drop 
of love in His heart which is not 
yours; you may dive into the im-
mense ocean of His love, and you 
may say of it all, "It is mine." This love will guard and keep your 
heart as well as heal your wounded emotions.  Receive that which 
is yours.  
 
Has He justice? It may seem a stern attribute, but even that is 
yours, for He will by His justice see to it that all which is promised 
to you in the covenant of grace shall be most certainly secured to 
you. 
 
Enemies arise, gossips cry out and foolishness wars against you, 
but My justice is established and those that raise their voices 
against My elect will suffer judgment.  Fear not their lunacy.  
 
Has He mercy?  The afflictions of this earth are passing and His 
mercy is poured out for you daily.  Drink in the mercy this day.  
The season of self condemnation must end and the joy of your 
salvation must come.  Glory in My mercy. 
 
I have given My Son as a covenant for you.  He is your posses-
sion. That which He possesses, you, through faith, also possess.  
Walk in victory this day.” 
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 know, I know…it should be “Whom do you serve?” But how many of us say it that way? Whichever 
way you choose to say it, I want you to ask yourself that question each day for the rest of your life. 
Will you? 

“Of course I will,” you say. You know the expected answer. It’s the obvious one any 
pastor, religious leader, Sunday School Teacher, Bible Study Leader or Covenant 
Keeper Group Leader would expect. “I serve the Lord.” Be careful. God is listening. 

We serve God in many different ways with the gifts He has given us. Ask God to give 
you a task that matches your talents and see what happens. But you can’t ask just 
once and if nothing happens that day say, “I guess God doesn’t want me to do any-
thing.” Instead, ask continually for God to show you what He wants you to do. When 
the opportunity comes it may seem overwhelming. I just love the phrase – “God 
doesn’t call those who are equipped, He equips those who are called.” One thing I 
continually ask God to do is to put people in my path that need help with their mar-
riage. If a day or two goes by and I haven’t encountered someone needing that help, I 
have to ask, “God, have I not been observant enough or was there someone I hesi-
tated to speak to and lost the opportunity?” 

Was your answer to the question “Who do your serve?” a qualified answer? “I go to church and serve God the 
best I can.” Or a defensive, “I’m a Christian, of course I serve God!” followed by an often repeated litany of your 
spouse’s character flaws and mistreatment of you in your marriage. (I hope no CK Group Leader is allowing 
that to happen). If this fits you, whether you verbalize or not, I ask you to seek the voice of God through ear-
nest prayer to show you His desires for you and your spouse. God loves you both. 

Who or what else is it possible to serve? Stated another way, what rests on your altar? For too many it is the 
job we have. Perhaps it’s the material things in life. Are you focusing on your career or getting more “things” - 
bigger house, fancier cars, and a boat perhaps? For many who join Covenant Keepers it may be that their mar-
riage is what they “worship” at first. The CK study materials are there to teach a person how to draw closer to 
God and learn what covenant relationship really means.  

Here’s one you may not think of as an object of worship or something you serve, but what about the pursuit of 
pleasure? Are you a sports junkie? Do you sit for hours and watch every sporting event available on the TV? 
Are you at the pool or lake at every opportunity? Don’t get me wrong, we all need enjoyable activities and time 
spent with our families. But when the pursuit of any activity becomes the focus of your life to the exclusion of 
seeking God’s direction it may become an object of worship. 

Whom do you wish to serve? If your desire is to serve God, then continually ask for His guidance and granting 
of vision and wisdom to recognize your appointed tasks. Ask yourself that question each day for the rest of 
your life. Will you?
