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my little ones, how pre-
cious you are to Me, 
says the Lord – yes, as 
the apple of My eye, I 
shall guard you from 

harm. Never let the fears that are common 
to the world creep into your hearts, for you 
are not of the world, My children, and you 
need not fear the things that plague the 
minds of the ungodly. Your situation may 
be difficult in the natural but remember, I do 
not operate in the confines of the natural. 

Therefore, your solution will be manifest first in the spiritual realm 
and then in the material realm. 

“You need not fear the coming judgment, for if your sins have been 
confessed and forgiven and cleansed by the blood of Jesus, you 
shall not come into condemnation, but you are already passed from 
death into life. You need not fear the day of judgment. It is sent to 
try the world, and you are not of the world, My little children. In-
deed, it is you who shall help Me in judging the world. Those who 
despise the covenant and exalt fleshly desires above that which is 
Holy in My sight will be judged. 

“Who know better than My children the crimes of this world? Have 
not many of them been perpetrated against you, yourselves, even 
while you sought to serve and worship Me? For mankind resists My 
hand upon them. But how can they punish Me? They can most 
naturally express their hostility toward the Almighty and show their 
resentment against My laws by ill-treating My children. Shall you 
not be called to witness against them? 
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“This is not incompatible with the law of forgive-
ness which now binds you, for the scriptures 
say to love your enemies and treat with kind-
ness them that do you wrong. It is the same 
with you as with Me. Today is the day of My 
grace and it operates through you also, bringing 
loving forgiveness to all, even the spirit manifest 
by Jesus as He hung on the cross. But the day 
of judgment shall be a day of strict reckoning, 
and it shall be a day of wrath against both sin 
and the sinner. It is inescapable, for it is ap-
pointed unto man once to die, and after this the 
judgment. 

“Do you fear calamity? You are only human if 
you do. But have you considered My servant, 
the apostle Paul? In shipwrecks, in adversities, 
in distresses, in physical privations, in persecu-
tions and threats of death by wild beasts; in all 
of these, he rejoiced in his God. He was more 
than victorious. He was given a supernatural joy 
in the midst of all his distresses. You may have 
it too. 

“Have you read the testimony of My servant, 
Habakkuk? And have you read of the latter 
days of My servant, Job? There can be no per-
manent loss in the life of My children, for out of 
the seeds of every calamity rises a whole 
crop of new victories.  It is the way I have 
made it. The greatest evidence of this truth is 
Calvary. By design of man, out of the cruelty of 
wicked hearts, Christ was made a martyr. But 
by the Hand of a greater power, He was made 
to become the Saviour – even the Saviour of 
the very men who put Him to death. 

“No, My children, do not fear. Remember the 
words of Holy Scripture: ‘Fear not, little flock, for 
it is the pleasure of your Father to give you the 
Kingdom.’ Here you have it again – I am not 
simply preserving you, but I am doing so for the 
purpose of sharing with you My kingdom power. 
If you can catch the vision of what the days 

ahead hold in store for you in My great King-
dom, you will gain a whole new perspective, so 
that as you view the present transient scene, it 
will come into clear focus as to its true dimen-
sion in proportion to the whole panoramic pic-
ture. 

“I can give you the sense of perspective be-
cause I see the whole scroll of the ages, as if it 
were already unrolled before Me – so that the 
future is as clearly in view as the past. Look 
over My shoulder! Look at your own life from My 
vantage point. My Spirit will bring you revelation 
and understanding, light and wisdom. 

“The man of mature years has gained wisdom 
by experience. You may gain wisdom (if you 
desire it) by drawing on My experience. I am 
infinite and eternal, and though you may be un-
able to grasp it, I have experienced both what is 
known to you as the past and what is referred to 
by you as the future. 

“You live within the confines of time. I live out-
side all such bounds and limitations. 

“Don't be disturbed by your ignorance. Seek 
diligently after My wisdom. It will greatly enrich 
your life. Have I not commanded you to do so? 
The many questions of your soul roar like a lion 
but My voice is a clear whisper saying, “This is 
the way – walk in it.” 

“It will bring you more tranquility than any other 
spiritual pursuit. It will bring you greater poise 
and sense of values than you would ever be 
able to gain otherwise. For you must profit ei-
ther by your own experience or by My experi-
ence. What a contrast exists between the two! 

“Seek My wisdom, and make it the guide of 
your life. Let the winds blow and storms beat. 
Your house will stand. That which is lacking 
shall be added. That which is overburdened 
shall be removed. Finally, that which has 
been ripped from you shall be restored.” �

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A little over three years ago 
my husband started living 
with the other woman. When 
I advised him that I wasn’t at 
peace with our children stay-
ing overnight in that set-up 
he responded by applying for 
custody of two of our sons.  

After much prayer and soul 
searching I felt I was not to 
contest his application but to 
allow the boys to go and live 

with him. It was heartbreaking to know that my pre-
cious children would be living in that environment. 

Devastating though that decision was, I felt God say-
ing He would protect them even in that ungodly 
situation and that He would teach them and enable 
them to learn lessons they could not otherwise learn. 
(When my husband first left I undertook in my spirit 
not to speak anything against him, so I felt very lim-
ited as to what I could say to the children about the 
circumstances we were in.) 

Over the last few years you have published in Cove-
nant Comments several accounts of God’s miracu-
lous material provision through this awful time. Now 
He is blessing me with insights into the spiritual di-
mension too. 

Yes, He is honoring His promise that He would guard 
and teach my sons. Recently they opened up about 
many things that they have seen and pondered.  

· They recognize that their father is blinded and 
bound by bitterness and anger.  

· They realize that his attitude mars his rela-
tionship with them to the extent that they can 
hardly wait to leave his house. Consequently 
they spent most of the school holidays at 
home with me and our youngest daughter. 

· They can see that their father is not really 
happy or at peace.  

· Conversely, they can see that I am not bitter. 
They sense a peace and wellbeing in our 
home (which flows from being focused on 
God) that they really miss – this from teenage 
boys!  

· They have said that if they knew then what 
they know now they would never have left.  

· They can see that the establishment they are 
in is a house divided with two totally un-
integrated factions.  

· For Christmas they gave me a book which 
the older of the two inscribed on the front 
cover with “Just thought I’d let you know what 
an awesome mum you are and I wouldn’t 
want it any other way.” Proverbs 31:28, “Her 
children rise up and call her blessed 
[happy, fortunate, and to be envied]” Amp 

· For a while after they started living with their 
father I had to “fumigate” the boys’ language 
when they came home for visits. They were 
obviously surrounded by profanity at the other 
house. Now, as I have been teaching them to 
drive, I hear such comments as “Thank you, 
Jesus” and “Help me here, Lord” muttered 
under their breath as we are driving along. 
What a joy and blessing to a mother’s heart 
to hear her teenage sons muttering such 
things instead of the profanity they are usu-
ally surrounded by. 

In all this reflection they are discerning that it is a life 
focused on God, trusting and obeying Him, that 
brings real peace even in the face of heartrending 
sadness. 

Their characters are being molded by God even in 
the ungodly environment; so much so that the elder 
of the two has recently been appointed Head Boy of 
his college out of nearly 200 final year students. 
(This despite his only going there for the last three 
years instead of the normal four or five for college 
leaders.) He has to work very hard to achieve mod-
erate academic results so his selection has been 
based on his character and leadership qualities 
rather than academic prowess. He seems to be ad-
mired by staff, pupils and their parents. When his 
appointment was announced the whole auditorium 
exploded into cheers, which was quite overwhelming 
for this still hurting, but immensely proud, mother. 

I hope and pray that God will continue to protect and 
teach my sons regardless of their environment.  

I also hope that other covenant keepers, agoniz- 
ing over their children being in perhaps less than 
ideal situations, can find encouragement from 
this testimony that God will be a Father who 
leads, nurtures and protects their children.
