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There are principles that if applied to your life can in fact place you in the 
position where restoration has a better opportunity to manifest. The key 
issue I would like to deal with is forgiveness. I will contrast what needs to 
be the condition or state of your individual forgiveness with what needs to 
manifest in the restoration process. Hopefully this will be helpful to you 
and will help you in your prayer focus for the healing of your marriage. 

It takes one person to forgive. It takes two to be restored . In 
Covenant Keepers we emphasize the importance of becoming healthy. 
That process begins by forgiving the people who have hurt you. You are 
the only one who needs to be involved in that process. In restoration both 
need to be actively forgiving each other. 

Forgiveness happens inside the wounded person; rest oration 
happens in the relationship between people . Personal forgiveness is 
an inner work of the soul as the Holy Spirit frees us from the hurt and 
consequent control the offending party holds over us. In restoration the 
work is manifest in the relationship being healed and set free from the 
destruction of separation. Forgiveness clears the rubble out of the 
relationship so new positive experiences and memories can be made 
manifest in the relationship being healed and set free from the destruction 
of separation. Forgiveness clears the rubble out of the relationship so 
new positive experiences and memories can be made. 
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We can forgive a person who never says he is 
sorry. We can not be truly restored to a person 
unless he is honestly sorry . Repentance is one of 
those things that is necessary in restoration. I have 
met couples who say that are restored and yet one 
of the partners never admitted their culpability in 
the break-up. The prognosis for their restoration is 
bleak due to the gnawing doubt which remains 
because of the lack of repentance. An honest “I’m 
so sorry” brings relational healing on many levels. 

We can forgive even if we do not trust the 
person who wronged us once, not to wrong us 
again. Restoration can happen only if we can 
trust the person who wronged us once, not to 
wrong us again . Trust is a relational component 
that is necessary for restoration to manifest in its 
fullness. If the wife is constantly waiting in fear that 
the husband will leave again because of the lack of 
trust, she has inadvertently sown the very seeds for 
that event to take place. She must forgive and risk 
her heart again through trust. This is the hindrance 
for many couples. Trust is earned through 
experience. Both partners need to build trust.  

Forgiveness has no strings attached. 
Restoration has strings attached . Forgiveness is 
unconditional because it has nothing to do with the 
offending party. It is a personal matter. Restoration 
necessitates that the behavior that caused the 
separation cease and manifest no longer. If a 
spouse continues to act as a single person all the 
while attempting to be restored, it is not going to 
work. There are relational standards that must be 
adhered to if restoration is to work. Restoration 
requires structure and constraints, personal 
forgiveness does not. 

Forgiveness can happen regardless of 
circumstances. Restoration necessitates the 
circumstances to be made right . No matter what 
is taking place in your life you can forgive. But the 
outside events and situations which surround you 
and your spouse can and do effect the restoration 
process. The good news is that God is in control 
and we are not. He guides our steps and leads us 
down the path of restoration for His name’s sake. 
He is highly invested in your life and can cause a 

way to appear where there was no way only a 
moment prior. You have a responsibility to forgive 
your spouse and to believe for restoration. 
Hopefully you can now see the different dynamics 
that are involved in the process. Armed with that 
information, begin praying that your spouse will be 
able to maneuver through the forgiveness / 
restoration process. Our prayers are with you. 
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 astor Leo Godzich’s latest book Men Are 
From Dirt, Women Are From Men was a 
featured item at Family Christian Stores 
during the holiday season. It is now in its 
second printing and has been a hit since 

being introduced at the Christian Booksellers 
Association Conference.

“Shortly after Pastor Leo’s new book was released, I was 
traveling on an airline flight with my wife, Jan. We were 
sitting in a bulkhead seat, and as we took off, I pulled out 
Pastor Leo’s book and began to read. 
 
The flight attendant seated facing us took interest in the 
title of the book and commented, ‘That’s an interesting 
title. What’s that book about?’ I shared with her that it 
was a book on biblical principles of marriage. 
 
She then leaned over close to us and confided, ‘This 
must be a divine appointment. I’m a Christian, but my 
husband and I are separated and I’ve been praying for 
some answers.’ We spent the next couple hours on the 
plane talking and praying with her. She kept in touch and 
subsequently she and her husband came together to a 
Covenant Marriage Retreat that we conducted and are 
now back together and doing much better in their 
relationship.”

or the past 20 years, standing with God 
for marriage restoration has seemed to 
be something that women do. There 

have always been strong male standers, but 
due to the fact that more men become 
prodigals than do women, standing men have 
been in the minority. At many gatherings of 
standers, there may be one lone man. When 
the man reads material on restoration, he must 
often transpose "husband" for "wife." (Charlyne 
and I are careful to be gender-neutral, but just 
in sheer numbers; it is so easy to refer to 
women as standers and men as prodigals.) 
 
Things are changing, to the glory of God. We 
are witnessing more and more men take a 
strong stand for marriage restoration every 
day. For the most part, a man who is led to 
take a stand for marriage restoration becomes 
a strong stander, doing so until God moves, 
not until they change their mind. We hear of 
groups of male standers who get together for a 
meal and to pray for their wives. Charlyne and I 
also know of men who have come to Christ as 
a result of marriage problems. 
 
Ladies, please do not feel betrayed or 
threatened that men are rising up to be the 
spiritual leaders, even of fractured families. 
They are assuming the role that God created 
for them. Even in the Biblical example of a 
stander, in the Book of Hosea, God illustrated 
with a man standing for a prodigal wife. 
 
Secondly, ladies, please consider strong, godly 
male standers to be examples of what your 
prodigal husband can become after God gets 
his attention. 
 
We have standing men doing things God never 
designed them to do, by raising children alone 

and running a household. Nevertheless these 
men continue to stand strong. Yes, they have 
their bad days, but they do not give up on what 
God has called them to do. 
 
One of the first male standers we grew to know 
well was Dennis Wingfield. God restored his 
marriage, only to be followed by the tragic 
death of his wife. Like most male standers, 
Dennis did not get bitter, but he got better, and 
began to write a weekly "Standing Firm" 
devotional for other men praying for marriage 
restoration. Dennis has done this each 
weekend for many years. If you are a standing 
man, (or want to read material for standing 
men) you can subscribe from our web address:

Men, I salute you. Many times I have asked 
myself if I could have stood for Charlyne as 
strongly as she did for me. I commend you for 
being a godly example to your wife, your 
family, your circle of influence, and to me. May 
God continue to bless the stand you have 
taken. Thank you for being a forerunner in 
what I sense is becoming a groundswell 
among men, and the manly thing to do, namely 
praying for a prodigal wife, instead of releasing 
her to Satan.

I mean, what do you get somebody 
Who is Everything? 
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Masterton:  “ My 10-year-old daughter does a 
paper and circular delivery run which I help her 
with.

Only a total of about 300 
were to go out instead of the many thousands on 
all of the runs and now one of the two designated 
runs won’t get it anyway! Perhaps God allowed 
ours to be one of the two designated runs 
because He knew that we wouldn’t deliver it. 
Perhaps the other designated deliverer is also a 
Christian who won’t deliver it either! So much for 
being “the most astounding psychic of the 
century!” 
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Wisconsin: “Recently, my Pastor asked me to 
speak at church and to launch the ministry that 
the Lord has given me.

The devil told him 
that his wife would not forgive 
him. She did and they were 
remarried two years ago. 

When my husband left me for another woman, 
the Lord gave me a promise that if I wouldn't date 
but would look only to Him to meet my needs, He 
would also break all generational curses off my 
son. It's now 23 years later and my husband 
didn’t speak to us until recently when I did stop in 
and hug him. I saw an empty shell of a man, 
which made me love him all the more. He saw 
the love of Jesus in me and embraced me. 
Although not many words were spoken this sure 

was good for me. My son and I never missed 
church or tithing. Over 311 times strangers and 
people have handed us $100 bills, $500 
miracles, and the biggest being $10,000. 

My son is a 24 year old virgin, making straight 
A's his entire life.  We have never 
had health insurance, but have had 
no cavities and no broken bones. 
Just straight A's. He is the 
Apologetics President at his 
university and they fly him around 
the nation to bring speakers and the 
gospel to the campus. 

My mom had three husbands and 
nothing but curses, alcoholism and 
poverty is what I knew.  I left home 
when I was ten years old and lived in 

the streets and with a Catholic family with 12 
kids. I offered to do their dishes. My son will 
never know any of that. 

I worked mostly three full time jobs over the 
years, but through tithing, Christian schooling 
and miracles I am the richest woman in town. 
Money is not what makes people rich. It’s their 
offspring being blessed and having all the old, 
generational curses broken off of them. We are 
blessed beyond measure! ” 
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
