John Bunyan’s Pilgrim’s Progress as Christian 
travels to the Celestial City, (heaven), he sees two 
men who had climbed the fence and tumble to join 

Christian. He asks them why they did not enter through 
the gate (Jesus) and they replied, "for thousands of years 
they have avoided the gate… too far to walk." 
Formalist and Hypocrisy obeyed the Law like Christian, but they did not 
have the robe on (Righteousness), had no mark of ownership on their 
foreheads (the seal of the Holy Spirit), and did not have the scroll (the 
Word of God). They looked like the real deal but with closer inspection it 
was easy to see they were not. They lacked purpose and were not 
walking in the Lord’s plan. 

In the Gospel of Matthew 26:36-46 we read: “Then Jesus came with them 
to a place called Gethsemane, and said to His disciples, ‘Sit here while I 
go over there and pray.’ And He took with Him Peter and the two sons of 
Zebedee, and began to be grieved and distressed. Then He said to them, 
‘My soul is deeply grieved, to the point of death; remain here and keep 
watch with Me.’ And He went a little beyond them, and fell on His face 
and prayed, saying, ‘My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; 
yet not as I will, but as You will.’ And He came to the disciples and found 
them sleeping, and said to Peter, ‘So, you men could not keep watch with 
Me for one hour? Keep watching and praying that you may not enter into 
temptation; the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.’ He went away again 
a second time and prayed, saying, ‘My Father, if this cannot pass away 
unless I drink it, Your will be done.’ Again He came and found them 
sleeping, for their eyes were heavy. And He left them again and went 
away and a third time, saying the same thing once more. And being in 
agony He was praying very fervently; and His sweat became like drops of 
blood, falling down upon the ground. Then He came to the disciples and 
said to them, ‘Are you still sleeping and resting?

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hand and the Son of Man is being 
betrayed into the hands of sinners. 
Get up, let us be going; behold, the 
one who betrays Me is at hand!’ 

Later, as Jesus stands before 
Pilate we read, “Pilate therefore 
said to Him, ‘Are You a king then?’ 
Jesus answered, ‘You say rightly 
that I am a king. For this cause I was born, 
and for this cause I have come into the 
world, that I should bear witness to the truth. 
Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.’” 
John 18:37 

I know this might sound preposterous to some, 
but as a Covenant Keeper you have a cause. 
And as hard as it might sound, you were born 
with that cause in the mind of the Lord. He 
knew what was going to take place in your life 
and with that knowledge He gave His covenant 
of marriage. He knew you were going to suffer 
the agony and despair, and yet survive and 
thrive.

Neither you nor I understand why 
certain trials and betrayals take place. But in 
every trial there is a time where we need to 
surrender to the will of the Father. It is not His 
will for you to divorce, or for evil to come to 
you, but because we live in a fallen world, we 
need to surrender to His providence. He has 
promised that we would not be tempted 
beyond what we can bear and that He will 
never leave us or forsake us. 

Therefore we can stand on the covenant of 
God despite divorce or separation. We can 
stand on the covenant regardless of our 
situations. Jesus went to the cross because of 
sin. We are in our current situation because of 
sin. As we surrender to His will the sin will be 
turned into victory for us. The death will 
become restoration and we will walk in the 
power of the risen Lord.  

Until one "counts the cost," there will never 
be a "for this cause I came".

LET GO AND TRUST GOD

Many of us long for rest and while we agree with Scripture, 
we struggle with actually resting. What does it mean and how does one do it? 

“...ask where the good way is, and walk in it, 
and you will find rest for your souls.” 
Jeremiah 6: 16 

“In repentance and rest is your salvation, in 
quietness and trust your strength.” Isaiah 30: 
15 

We are weighed down with responsibility of 
family, work, or ministry. And some times we can’t 
seem to stop. Everyone seems to need us. We 
can’t seem to say “no” when we need to. 

“Take my yoke upon you and learn from 
me…and you will find rest for your souls.” 
Matthew 11:28-30 

When Jesus asks us to take on his yoke, he is 
referring to the way in which oxen were yoked 
together to plough a field. The farmer would yoke 
a young inexperienced ox with an experienced 
one. The experienced ox would take most of the 
weight of the yoke and guide the young one. 

Some years back I had a picture of how I was 
taking on responsibility which was not mine to 
take. 

In my picture I saw myself yoked to Jesus, the 
strong ox. But instead of Him taking most of the 
weight, I was straining at the yoke and saying, 
“Come on Jesus, we have to get this field 
ploughed.” However, Jesus was not a bit daunted 
by the task and suggested we forget about 
ploughing and have a picnic. 

We can be so anxious at times.  Perhaps we feel 
that if we don’t pray enough our marriage will not 
be healed. If we don’t write a letter to our spouse 
or phone them, they will forget us and how will 
our marriage be healed then? We want our 
spouse to know we still love them and dream of 
ways to do this. 

Jesus is saying figuratively, “Forget it, go and 
have a picnic.” Does this sound scary? It is for 
me. If I am not on duty everything may fall apart. 
However, I am discovering that when I do let go 
of a situation, God’s grace is there to catch me. 

We are to let go and trust God. In fact we are to 
stop trying to run our life. 

Jesus said “For whoever wants to save his life 
will lose it but whoever loses (lets go of) his life 
for me and the gospel will save it.” Mark 8: 34 

I believe this principle also applies to marriage 
healing. If we cling desperately to our marriage we 
may lose it. If we believe the responsibility rests with 
us, we may wear ourselves out and lose our 
marriage in the process. 

Relinquishment means letting go of the responsibility 
for the healing of our marriage or the running of our 
life. 

You may think that because you gave your life to 
Jesus years ago, it is all done. But we are exhorted 
in Philippians 2:12 to “continue to work out our 
salvation with fear and trembling”. This is an ongoing 
process but it does not mean it all depends on us, 
because the verse goes on to say, “For it is God 
who works in you to will and to act according to 
his good purpose.” It is God who is working in us 
to bring about his plans and purposes in our lives. 
Can we let go and trust him to do good things for us? 

This does not mean that we take a passive “She’ll be 
all right” approach. We are to obey God as he shows 
us each step to take. We are to be willing, available 
and to learn from Jesus. 

Relinquishment is a process, which brings rest 
as we come to a place of totally trusting God for 
our future well being. 

In conclusion, an extract from the secular: To let go 
does not mean to stop caring. It is not to cut 
ourselves off; it’s the realization we can’t control 
another. 

It is to allow others the freedom to make their own 
choices, allowing them to learn from natural 
consequences. 

To let go is not to nag, scold, or argue but to search 
out our own shortcomings and correct them. It 
means not to deny but to accept. To let go is to fear 
less and love more.

IT’S NOT TOO EARLY TO BEGIN YOUR PLANS

Be creative! Pray and ask the Lord how much you should start putting aside. Maybe He will lead you to forego 
that morning cup of coffee and doughnut you have on the way to work. Saving $1.50 US$ per day until the end 
of June should give you nearly all you need to pay for room, (based on sharing) registration, meals and travel 
(US). 

Another relatively painless way to collect part of the money you need is to save your change at the end of each 
day, periodically transferring it to a savings account. Remember, a penny saved is a penny you don’t have 
to come up with later!

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ENCOURAGED BY EACH OTHER'S FAITH

One of the things I 
enjoy as National 
Director of this 
ministry is the 
opportunity I have to 
connect with and 
encourage covenant 

keepers all around the country. Earlier in 
the year I travelled to Dunedin and 
Nelson to meet with covenant keepers 
who are not part of a regular group. 

In May I did a tour of 8 towns and cities 
in the North Island meeting with 38 
covenant keepers in small groups of 
between 2 and 10. The purpose was to 
have a time of fellowship and to 
encourage each other's faith, as Paul 
says in Romans 1:12-13, “that is, that I 
may be encouraged together with 
you while among you, each of us by 
the other's faith, both yours and 
mine.” NAS 

At most of the meetings I led a 
discussion based on a story called 
"God's Rescue Service." 

It tells of a tramper who sets off, full of 
confidence, to climb a mountain. It's not 
long before she becomes discouraged 
and lost. She calls God's Rescue 
Service. Jesus answers and the tramper 
is convinced that He will send in a 
helicopter to winch her out. However to 
her dismay Jesus takes ever so long to 
come. She begins to doubt that He 
loves her, or that she can trust Him. 

She falls asleep, only to be woken by 
Jesus. She is greatly encouraged but 
becomes angry when she discovers 
Jesus is not going to winch her out in a 
helicopter but intends to walk with her 

back along the path she 
came, to teach her where 
she went wrong. 

In the end, the tramper is 
glad that she did not get a 
quick rescue because as 
she walked and talked with 
Jesus, she began to know 
and love Him in a way she 
had not done before. 

Each group discussed a 
series of questions relating 
to the story and to their 
own journey. We talked 
about our mountain 
challenges in life. Are they 
more important to us than 
our relationship with God? 

How do we become lost, 
and what do we do when 
we discover we are? 

We   discussed    how   we 
understood Ps 91:14-16 
which says, "Because he 
loves me" says the Lord. 
"I will rescue him; I will 
protect him, for he 
acknowledges My Name. 
He will call upon me, and 
I will answer him; I will 
be with him in trouble, I 
will deliver him and 
honour him. With long 
life will I satisfy him and 
show him My salvation." 

We saw in Hebrews 4:15 
that Jesus has walked this 
path before and 
understands how we feel. 
As we experience our own 
pain we can understand in 

a small way the pain Jesus 
felt on our behalf, and so 
know the truth of 
Philippians 3:10, "I want 
to know Christ and the 
power of His 
resurrection and the 
fellowship of sharing in 
His suffering." But it does 
not stop there, it goes on 
to say, "becoming like 
Him in his death, and so 
somehow, to attain to 
the resurrection from the 
dead." 

As each group answered 
the same questions, it was 
interesting to see how 
different each discussion 
was. Every person brought 
something different to 
consider and the growth 
and development of each 
person was evident. Each 
meeting ended with a time 
of prayer. 

In Tauranga, instead of the 
discussion, we had the 
privilege of hearing the 
healed marriage testimony 
of Pastor Geoff and Alison 
Winter. God is using Geoff 
in amazing ways in 
bringing people to Christ, 
in marriage counselling, 
and in physical healing. 

All in all a great time of 
encouragement was had 
by all. We were indeed 
encouraged by each 
other’s faith.
